BNP activist murdered

A local BNP activist was stabbed to death at Himayeetpur
village in Sadar upazila on Tuesday morning. The
deceased was identified as Md Lalchand, 24, an activist of
Himayeetpur union unit BNP and son of late Amir Ali of
the village. He went missing on Monday night. Police said
locals found Lalchand's body on the bank of a pond near
his residence and informed police. Police said Lalchand
might have been killed following a feud over establishing
supremacy in the area.

5 held on killing charge

Police arrested five men from different areas in
Nandigram upazila yesterday on charge of killing a former
union parishad (UP) member. The arrestees are Ali Hasan,
50, Abdur Razzak, 35, Ali Azam, 45, of Amta Gohail vil-
lage and Abu Taher, 65, and Fojer Ali, 40, of Chanpara
village. A gang attacked Nazrul Islam, 55, a former mem-
ber of Majgram union parishad, at Patgari on Tuesday
while he was returning home from Choumohani Bazar
riding on his motorcycle. Later, the criminals slit the throat
of the former UP member and dumped the body into a
nearby paddy field. Deceased's brother Belal Hossain filed
a murder case with Nandigram police station against 23
people, said senior assistant superintendent of police
Ashraful Islam.

Schoolboy electrocuted
UNB, Magura

A schoolboy was electrocuted at Arpara village in
Sreepur upazila on Tuesday. The dead was identified
as Narayan Biswas, 15, a student of class-X of Arpara
High School and son of Subash Biswas of the vil-
lage. Police said Narayan sustained injuries when he
came in contact with a snapped electric wire on his
way home in the afternoon. He was rushed to

Magura Sadar Hospital where the attending doctors
declared him dead.
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UP chairman 'grabs' land

beside union office

A union parishad (UP)
chairman has started build-
ing a concrete structure,
allegedly grabbing a govern-
ment land in Saghata
upazila of the district.

Locals said, Ahsanul Hug
Kabir, chairman of
Bonarpara union parishad,
and his men have occupied
a land beside the union
office and started construct-
ing a building on it.

They said they didn't dare
to protest the illegal act of
the chairman, fearing
harassment by his cadres.

Members of the union
parishad kept mum over
the issue and one of them
on condition of anonym-
ity said what the chair-
man did was his own
decision.

“The chairman didn't
convene any meeting of the
union parishad on this
issue. So, we are not al all
involved,” the UP member
said.

Earlier the land beside
the union parishad
bhaban was used as rick-
shaw stand.

Recently the chairman,
also a local leader of the
ruling Awami League, and

his men occupied the land
and started construction of
an illegal structure.

Refuting the allegation
of grabbing a government
land, Chairman Kabir
said, a concrete structure is
being constructed on the
land just to raise the

income of the union
parishad.

Asked whether he had
taken prior permission to
build the structure on the
government land, the UP
chairman refused to
make any comment on
the matter.

Contacted, Saghata
Upazila Nirbahi Officer
(UNO) Abdul Awal said
permission of the local gov-
ernment ministry is a must
for building any structure on
the government land.

But the UP chairman
ignored it, he said.

Two killed over
land disputes

Two people have been killed
over land disputes in Bhola
and Sirajganj districts.

A man was stabbed to
death allegedly by his
cousin over a land dispute at
Char Sifli village in Sadar
upazila of Bhola yesterday
morning.

The deceased was identi-
fied as Jasim, resident of the
village, reports UNB.

Officer in-charge of
Bhola Sadar police station
Mahabubur Rahman said
there had been a longstand-
ing dispute between Jasim
and his cousin Hasan Mir
over ownership of a piece of
land,

Trouble ensued yesterday
following an altercation
over the same issue in the
morning,

At one stage, Hasan
stabbed Jasim with sharp
weapon indiscriminately at
about 7:30am, leaving him
dead on the spot. Police
later arrested Hasan and his
son Sabuj.

In Sirajganj, a man, who
was injured in a clash over
taking lease of government
pond at Batiarpara village in
Shahjadpur upazila on
Tuesday night, died yester-
day morning.

The deceased was identi-
fied as Yasin Ali, 65, of the
village.

Police said there had
been a longstanding dispute
between two groups of
people -- one led by Sarwar
and Zaker Ali and the other
by Ruhul Amin -- over tak-
ing lease of the khas pond.

As a sequel to the rivalry,
both groups engaged in a
clash on Tuesday night that
left five people, including
Yasin, injured.

The injured were rushed
to Shahjadpur upazila
health complex. Seriously
injured Yasin succumbed to
his injuries on the way to
Dhaka yesterday morning,

In Dinajpur, at least six
people of two rival groups
were injured over a land
dispute in Chirirbandar
upazila vyesterday, reports
our correspondent.

Four critically injured are
Ferdous Alam, 40, Firoz
Alam, 24, Firoza Begum, 60
and Raftiqul Islam of
Ranirbandar village.

According to the locals,
there had been a longstand-
ing land dispute between
Md Jolab Ali and Bablu
Rahman. Bablu and his
hired labourers yesterday
went to the land to cultivate
paddy. As the supporters
and Jolab Ali resisted them,
both groups locked in a
clash with sticks and sharp
weapon, leaving six injured
on the spot.

The abductees were taken
from Dhaka University.

Earlier, Enamul Hug
Khan, son of martyred intel-
lectual Serajul Haque Khan,
also testified that Mueen
and Ashraf led the abduc-
tion of his father and seven
other bright minds from
Dhaka University campus
on December 14, 1971

“I want justice. 1 want
capital punishment for the
people who killed intellec-
tuals, including my brother-
in-law,” said Hayat as he
completed his testimony as
the 15th prosecution wit-
ness in the war crimes case
against Mueen and Ashraf.

During his 40-minute
testimony, Hayat said
Martuza, who was a physi-
cian of Dhaka University
medical centre in 1971, was
a progressive man. During
the war, he along with two
other martyred physicians
Alim Chaudhury and Fazle
Rabbee used to treat
wounded freedom fighters
and assist them financially.

On December 14, Al-
Badr men took Martuza
away in a bus from his quar-
ters on the campus. The bus
was smeared with mud, said
Hayat.

He learnt about the
abduction on December 16
as there was a curfew in the
city on December 14 and 15.

A few days after the
abduction, a police official
went to Martuza's home
with Mafiz, who was driving
the Al-Badr bus and the
official told Martuza's wife
that there were some bodies
in Mirpur, said Hayat.

On January 4, 1972,
Hayat along with an Indian

major, the police officer and
Mafiz went to Mirpur, where
the bodies of the abducted
Dhaka University teachers,
including Serajul Haque
Khan, Faizul Mahi, Santosh
Chandra Bhattacharyya and
others were exhumed from a
mass grave, Martuza's body
was there too.

Mafiz had identified the
spot.

“On the spot, 1 learnt
from driver Mafiz that one
Mueen Uddin was involved
in the abduction and one
Ashrafuzzaman had shot
the abducted intellectuals
dead ... ,"” said Hayat, add-
ing that the bodies were
taken to Dhaka Medical
College morgue.

“Later, from newspapers,
[ learnt that Chowdhury
Mueen Uddin and
Ashrafuzzaman Khan both
were students of Dhaka
University and they were
directly involved in the
abduction and killings of
the intellectuals,” he added.

Tribunal-appointed
defence counsels Abdus
Shukur Khan and Salma Hai
Tuny completed cross-
examining him. They
claimed that their clients
were involved neither in the
Al-Badr nor in the killings.

The three-member tribu-
nal, led by Justice Obaidul
Hassan with members
Justice Md Mozibur Rahman
Miah and Md Justice Md
Shahinur Islam, adjourned
the case until today:.

Mueen and Ashraf are
facing 11 charges in connec-
tion with the killing of 18
intellectuals in the last week
of nine-month-long war.
Mueen and Ashraf are now
in London and New York.
