At the concluding session,
Abdus Salam Akand, a
teacher from Jamalpur,
demanded an immediate
amendment to the appoint-
ment rules to create a promo-
tion ladder for the teachers.
"Primary schools have only
two teaching posts, so the
scope of promotion is very
limited."

Mohammad Rashed, an
assistant thana education
officer of Chittagong, said
the teachers and officials
had to engage in many
other tasks like conducting
surveys and election
duties, which hamper
education.

According to a paper
presented at the workshop,
the teachers are often being
harassed and in some cases,
they need to bribe the staff at
upazila education offices to
get their job done. It also says
dropout rate in primary
education is 29.7 percent,
and reducing it is another
challenge.

Farugue Jalil, director
(policy and operation) of
the directorate of primary
education, said a school

would do well only when
it received cooperation
from the community and
commitment from the
teachers.

Primary and Mass
Education Minister Afsarul
Ameen said, "We have finan-
cial constraints. But ensuring
good governance will be
possible if people from all
strata of life cooperate and we
work sincerely."

Currently, the applica-
tions are handled by several
agencies in Bangladesh,
which the Malaysian
authorities find hard to
monitor, Alias said.

He added that between
January and July this year,
6,136 visitors from
Bangladesh were denied

entry after they were found
to have used fake visas and
passports.

“That is an average of 876
persons per month, and our
investigations showed that
most of them wanted to stay
longer, probably to seek
employment,” he said.

“Some of them could
also be genuine visitors, but
became victims of visa forg-
ery syndicates,” he added.
