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On September 6, a
special court in the
Indian state of West
Bengal ruled that lone
accused Amiya Ghosh, a
constable of BSE was
found "not guilty” of
shooting Felani.

Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina has raised the flag of a new
infantry division of Bangladesh Army at a ceremony in
Jalalabad Cantonment, Sylhet on Tuesday.

The new “17 Infantry Division” will have a brigade and
two battalions while one brigade from 33 Infantry Division
will be placed under its operational and administrative
command, said an [SPR press release.

Finance Minister Abul Mal Abdul Muhit raised the flag of
the new 360 Infantry Brigade. Meanwhile, Chief Whip
Abdus Shahid and Chiet of Army Staff General Igbal Karim
Bhuiyan raised the flags of the new battalions, 32 and 33
Bangladesh Infantry Regiment, respectively.

Hasina later addressed the ministers, Chief of Naval Staff
Vice Admiral Md Farid Habib and Chief of Air Staff Air
Marshal Muhammad Enamul Bari alongside many civil and
military dignitaries who were present.

The new division will start functioning at Jalalabad
Cantonment, which will later shift to Shiber Bazar, near
Bangladesh Krira Shikkha Protishtan, Sylhet.

The foundation stone of a nuclear power plant
at Pabna’s Rooppur will be laid in October 2,
Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina told parlia-

ment yesterday.

To start the construction from the begin-
ning of 2014, a “general contract” and “main
finance deal” will be signed with Russia.
"Many other industries will be developed in
the area centring the power plant,” she
replied to a scripted question.

Hasina said the government took up a
master plan to generate 20,000 megawatts

(MW) of electricity by 2021.

Accordingly, the government signed a LIS$
500 million “test credit deal” with Russia for
the primary work to install two-units of the
power plant, each of 1,000 MW capacity, she

said.

Consecuently, the Executive Committee of
National Economic Council approved a Tk
5,087 crore project, “"Rooppur Nuclear Power
Plant installation (first phase)”, on April 2,

she added.

Russia's Atomstroyexport will do the job
under the project’s three deals. A survey under
the first deal has started while the engineering
work, reactor drawing and designing work
under the second deal will be started, she

said.

preparation started two years later.

“Though initiative of this project was taken
many times, it got stuck for some reasons. The
initiative was again taken after the independ-

ence, but Bangabandhu could not complete

Hasina said her government, after coming
to power in 1996, formed a committee and
signed agreements with some countries.
