The son of slain journalist
Dipankar Chakrabarty on
Monday submitted a naraji
(discontent) petition to the
court against the final report
submitted by the ninth
Investigation Officer (10) of
the murder case.

Following the petition,
the Court of Senior
Judicial Magistrate
Shahariar Wahid Shanto
ordered producing the
case files and relevant
documents before the
court on October 28 for
decision on the matter.

Unidentified criminals
hacked to death Dipankar
Chakrabarty, executive
editor of Bogra-based
daily Durjoy Bangla, at
Shannalpara of Sherpur

home from his office in

Contacted, Abdus Samad
Mia said police submitted
final report for releasing the
seven suspected arrestees as
nothing was found to prove
their connection with the

greatly shocked at the law
enforcers' failure to find
out of the killers."

Family finally buys
Ataur's freedom

Family members of a
schoolboy, abducted from
Meherpur district on
September 4, finally bought
his freedom yesterday for a
handsome ransom.

The boy is Ataur Rahman,
10, son of South Africa expa-
triate Alif Hossain of
Subhorajpur village in Sadar
upazila. He is a class four
student of a local primary
school.

Family sources said, a
gang abducted Ataur from
their house on the day and
took him to India. A school-
teacher was shot dead by the
abductors as he tried to
resist them during the inci-
dent.

The c¢riminals then
demanded a large sum from
the family members of Ataur
for his release. After negotia-

tions, the captors freed the
boy in exehange of the
money.

Uncle Ilivas Hossain
received the boy through
Bazitpur border point at
11:30am in presence of a
police team.

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Easy bike owners'
plea for lifting of
ban on highway

Easy bike owners and drivers
yesterday formed a human
chain at Mission Crossing in
the town for an hour from
9:00am and then hold a
rally there, demanding
withdrawal of ban on the
services of the battery-run

three wheelers on
Lalmonirhat-Burimari
highway.

After the rally, they went
to the deputy commis-
sioner's office and submit-
ted a memorandum to him,
demanding immediate
withdrawal of the ban
imposed by the district
administration on
September 16.

Around 3,000 drivers and
owners of unauthorised
easy bike joined the proces-
sion and the rally organised
by district Easy Bike Owners’
and Driver Kalyan Samity.
Chaired by samity adviser
Maniruzzaman Monir, the
rally was addressed, among

others, by samity president
Mazmul Haque, general
secretary Abdur Rashid, and
organising secretary Jahid
Hasan.

Demanding withdrawal
of ban on easy bike service on
the highway, the speakers
urged the district administra-
tion to recognise the three-
wheeler as public transport.
They also threatened to
launch a tougher agitation
programme in the district if
the ban was not lifted within
the next seven days.

The district administra-
tion imposed a ban on the
easy bike service on
Lalmonirhat-Burimari
highway in the wake of the
demand of Lalmonirhat
Motor Owners' Assoclation,
which enforced an indefi-
nite transport strike in the
district on Monday morning
to press their eight-point
demand, including ban on
easy bike on the highway.
The strike was withdrawn
yesterday.
