NGOs had to spend 20pc of
climate funds on bribe: TIB

The non-government organisations
appointed for different climate adaptation
projects had to give as much as 20 percent of
their project money as bribe to government
officials to have their funds released from
Bangladesh Climate Change Trust Fund
(BCCTF), reveals a study.

Apart from this, political influence was
used in appointing the NGOs, which shows
presence of corruption and lack of good
governance, according to the report of
Transparency International, Bangladesh
(TIB), launched in the capital's Cirdap
auditorium yesterday:.

Since 2011, TIB surveyed 43 out of the 57
appointed NGOs and prepared the report,
"Climate financing in Bangladesh:

Challenge of good governance and way
forward."

During the study, the anti-corruption
body did not find any trace of 10 appointed
NGOs. In addition, nine NGOs received
funds under political considerations, two
allegedly misused their funds, and four did
not have office in the project areas. The
survey also found that four NGOs, which
were to build 160 cyclone-resilient houses
by June, did not start work until April.

Different government agencies and NGOs
have been implementing a total of 139 pro-
jects of different terms under the govern-
ment-held Tk 2,350 crore climate trust fund.

PREVAILING POLITICAL SITUATION
Arab, European envoys

concerned

Nearly all of the Arab and European ambassadors in Dhaka
expressed grave concern on the prevailing political situation
and its adverse effects on Bangladesh's socio-economic
stability and apprehension on a possible conflict over an
election-time government,

They agreed to use all possible means in unison to urge impor-
tant political leaders to sit for a meaningful political discourse on
finding an acceptable mechanism for holding a free, fair, inclusive
and internationally acceptable general election.

Attending a meeting and dinner hosted by the Kuwaiti
ambassador on September 30, they also agreed to meet
from time to time to discuss on their progress, said the meet-
Ing sources.

One Arab diplomat said they, as close friends of
Bangladesh, sincerely hope that the major political parties
would be able to resolve their disputes properly and main-
tain social stability.

The meeting sources said discussions also covered the
Election Commission, a level playing field and formulas on
an election-time government put forward by the civil society.

SC rejects Moudud's
brother's plea against
Justice Manik

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The Supreme Court yesterday rejected a petition filed by BNP
leader Moudud Ahmed's brother Manzur Ahmed praying for
reconstituting a bench excluding Justice AHM Shamsuddin
Choudhury Manikin dealing with aland related case.

Moudud is a lawyer for Manzur Ahmed, who is a party of
the case regarding 1.13 bigahs of land in the capital's
Gulshan, a deputy attorney general told The Daily Star.

A five-member SC bench headed by Chief Justice Md
Muzammel Hossain is dealing with the case. Justice
Shamsuddin Choudhury is a member of this bench.

In the petition, Manzur said he might not get justice from
the bench, as Justice Shamsuddin Choudhury had earlier
misquoted his bother Moudud in a judgement in the case
regarding trial and execution of Col Abu Taher, when he was
a High Court judge.

He also prayed to the apex court to transfer the case to
anotherbench.

In his book, “Democracy and the Challenge of
Development: A Study of Political and Military
Interventions in Bangladesh”, Moudud wrote some pas-
sages regarding the trial and execution of Taher.

A passage from the book states, “When it came to the
sentencing of Taher, the repatriated officers wanted him
hanged. Out of forty-six senior army officers summoned by
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
