traffic gridlock due to potholed roads along the flyover
pathway stretching from Shanir Akhra through Jatrabari,
Sayedabad, Tikatuli, Joykali Mondir, Kaptanbazar and

Gulistan.
"We suffer terribly as we have to remain stranded for

hours in traffic jam every day," said Nurul Islam, a regular
commuter to Shanir Akhra from Farmgate.
"Normally, it should not take more than an hour," he
