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Diseased Indian cattle on
sale at border markets

Indian cattle infected with
different diseases, especially
anthrax, dominate 12 cattle
markets in border areas of
the district ahead of Eid-ul-
Azha as those are selling for
much lower prices than
local ones.

These cattle, especially
the large-sized ones, are also
sent to the capital and other
parts of the country, cattle
traders said.

Around 90 to 95 thousand
Indian cattle are selling in
Durarkuti Haat, Kulaghatghat
Haat, Nayar Haat, Barabari
Haat in Lalmonirhat Sadar
upazila, Durgapur Haat,
Mohishkhocha Haat of
Aditmari upazila, Chapar
Haat, Bhotmari Haat,
Chandrapur Haat under
Kaliganj upazila, Doikhawa
Haat and Barakhata Haat of
Hatibandha wupazila and
Patgram Haat in Patgram
upazila under Lalmonirhat
district every week.

Only ten percent of the
cattle are brought through
legal ways by giving reve-
nue of Tk 500 at par
through the corridor, while
the rest are brought ille-
gally through different
border points, traders said.

"Many of the Indian
cattle that are smuggled
through different border
areas are infected with dis-
eases especially anthrax but
these are selling in the mar-
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Smuggled Indian cows with visible marks of serious infection enter Bangladesh through
Mogholhat border in Lalmonirhat Sadar upazila as there is hardly any arrangement for
medical check up of the animals that see influx from the neighbouring country, especially

ahead of Eid-ul-Azha.

ket without any examina-
tion by the livestock offi-
cials," said Abu Hasnath
Rana, a college teacher in
Patgram upazila.

Many people are pur-
chasing diseased Indian
cattle ignoring the risk of
serious health hazard, he
said.

“We bring Indian cattle
illegally during the night.
We sell these cattle at differ-
ent haats (markets) in the
district. We never get these

cattle examined in the local
livestock office,” said a cattle
trader at Durakuti Haat in
Lalmonirhat Sadar, seeking
anonymity.

Admitting that Indian
cattle infected with different
diseases including anthrax
are selling in the local cattle
markets, Lalmonirhat
District Livestock Officer Dr
Abu Hossain Sarker said,
"Livestock officials can't
check these Indian cattle in
the markets due to shortage

of manpower."

Commanding Officer of
Lalmonirhat 15 BGB Battalion
[t Col Mahbubur Rahman
expressed deep concern at the
large-scale influx of diseased
[ndian cattle into Bangladesh
markets.

Vowing urgent steps,
he, however, said BGB
shows a bit laxity in vigi-
lance on Indian cattle
trading in the border area,
considering 'greater inter-
est' of the people.

While wvisiting Kanaidia
village in Jalalpur union on
Saturday, this correspon-
dent found water flowing
over the embankment of
Kobadak river, inundating
new areas.

The flood rendered over
40 thousand people
marooned putting them in
acute shortage of food and
pure drinking water. Many
of them are also suffering
from various diseases.

Most of the roads went
under water keeping hun-
dreds indoors and out of job.

Settlement and agricul-
ture offices and  health
complex remained shut as
water entered the premises.

According to the UNO
office sources, the most
affected areas in the upazila
are Kanaidia, Krishnakati ,
Char Kanaidia, Jethua villages
of Jalalpur union, Ghona,
Kazidanga, Bhabanipur,
Khorail, Narayanpur of
[slamkati union, Nawapara,
Dhalbaria, Dewanipara of
Tentulia union and
Ghoshnagar, Gangarampur
of Khalilnagarunion.

Hazera Bibi of Kanaidia
village told this correspon-
dent that her homestead
went under water on
Tuesday following collapse
of the embankment.

"My husband has no
work now. I cannot cook

due to flood water in the
kitchen, " she said.

Khadija Begum of the
same area alleged that most
children were being affected
by waterborne and skin
diseases.

Dr Jahir Hasan, family
planning officer at Tala upazila
health complex said, although
his office itself had went under
water, they formed a medical
team on Thursday to work in
the affected areas.
