Though the animal, like
the other six, may look like a
small healthy calt with its
height barely reaching 2.5
feet and weight measuring
around 80 kilogrammes, it
is fully grown. Some people
specifically ask for this breed
for the distinct taste ofits meat,
he said, adding, “"We collected

them from around the country
and reared them for less than
one year in our dairy farm in
Mohammadpur.”

He had a goat too, for which
he was exorbitantly asking for
Tk 50,000 for "weighing
around 50 kilogrammes”.

Another Rajasthani breed
most sought after by the coun-
try's beef connoisseurs for its
meat being extra tender with
a distinct flavour is found
exclusively in the
Rahmatganj market and
reared only in Mirkadim, an
area in Munshiganj.

However, The Daily Star
found two such cows, with
their distinctive white
appearance from the horns
to the tail with a reddish
tint, in the Nayabazar mar-
ket, priced Tk 2 lakh each.

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According to fishermen, in
