Mozena, Pankaj meet
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the backdrop of his four-day
visit to New Delhi where he
held a series of meetings with
Indian government officials,
including Foreign Secretary
Sujatha Singh.

“Ambassador Mozena and
Indian High Commissioner
Pankaj Saran met this after-
noon and discussed a range of
issues, including Ambassador
Mozena's recent visit to New
Delhi,” US Embassy spokes-
person Kelly § McCarthy
said yesterday.

Mozena went to New
Delhi on October 23 and
returned to Dhaka on
October 26 also “as part of his
ongoing consultations with

the US Embassy in New
Delhi.”

Diplomatic sources said
Mozena and Pankaj, who
earlier met on October 22,
vesterday talked at US ambas-
sador’s residence for over an
hour and discussed the phone
conversation between Prime
Minister Sheikh Hasina and
opposition leader Khaleda
Zia and deterioration of the
political situation with
hartal, violence and deaths.

They said though there
were somme COminon con-
cerns of the US and India on
Bangladesh like counter-
terrorism, connectivity and
energy cooperation, Delhi
had more issues with

Dhaka, and thus the US
and India had differences
of opinions on Bangladesh
1S5UES.

The two envoys, however,
were unanimous about peace
and political stability in
Bangladesh and the need for a
free, fair, peaceful and participa-
tory election to continue the
democratic process.

Sources said they also
talked of the opposition
leader's recent announce-
ment about showing zero
tolerance on issues like cor-
ruption, extremism, and
LerrorsIm.

'Lost world'
in Australia

discovered

An expedition to a remote part of northern Australia has
uncovered three new vertebrate species isolated for millions
of years, with scientists yesterday calling the area a "lost

world".

Conrad Hoskin from James Cook University and a
National Geographic film crew were dropped by helicopter
onto the rugged Cape Melville mountain range on Cape
York Peninsula earlier this year and were amazed at what

they found.

It included a bizarre looking leaf-tail gecko, a gold-
coloured skink -- a type of lizard -- and a brown-spotted,
yellow boulder-dwelling frog, none of them ever seen

before.

"The top of Cape Melville is a lost world. Finding these
new species up there is the discovery of a lifetime -- I'm still
amazed and buzzing from it," said Hoskin, a tropical biolo-
gist from the Queensland-based university.
