1. Introduction:

The Government of Bangladesh (GOB) received a credit of approximately US$62.50 million from the

International Development Association (IDA) to help finance the proposed Clean Air and Sustainable

Environment (CASE) Project. On behalf of the GOB, Department of Environment (DOE), Dhaka City

Corporation (DCC) and Dhaka Transport Coordination Authority (DTCA) are the executing agencies.

The project is structured around two components (i) environment which includes brick kiln emissions

and (i) fransport which includes traffic management, institutional capacity building, public transport

and road safety issues. The transport component are executing by DTCA and DCC.

The DTCA is now in the process of procuring the consultancy service for Detail Design Study of Bus

Rapid Transit (BRT) for Line 3 (Uttara-Mohakhali-Ramna-Sadarghat Corridor).

DTCA already hired an international public transport advisor to provide support for strengthening

capacity of DTCA to become functionally effective as a planning entity and coordinating body for

public transport in Dhaka City toward achieving the goals and objectives of the Strategic Transport

Plan (STP). DTCA now plans to hire a highly experienced individual consultant with sound knowledge

and expertise on urban public transport issues with specific reference to detail design work in

transport infrastructure.

2. Scope of the task/service:

The National Transport Advisor (NTA) will specifically be responsible for the following functions:

(i)  Advise DTCA on planning and policy issues on urban transport sector for Greater Dhaka Area.

(i)  All necessary support for organogram preparation, modification, service regulation making,
preparation of job description etc.

(i) Assist the Project Director of CASE Project (DTCA part) to manage the consultancy service of
Bus Network Design Study and the Detail Design of BRT Line 3, and other public transport
studies as needed: including monitoring the timeliness of execution, reviewing reports to
ensure quality of the deliverable, etc.

(iv)  Review and provide inputs to the activities of the other consultancy services on public transport
and regulatory issues.

(v)  Prepare necessary documents in transport related issues including environmental as when
required by DTCA.

(vi)  Carry out the above services in the best interest of the government with reasonable care, skill
and diligence with sound engineering, administrative and financial practices; and

(vi)  Coordinate tasks with other members in the DTCA.

3. Qualification:

The National Transport Advisor (NTA) should have at least a Bachelor degree in the field of civil

engineering or equivalent degree in the relevant field.

¢ He/she should have effective work experience in relevant field for a period of no less than 15
years including international projects.

e Demonstrated capacity in engineering design and urban transport planning.

e Strong interpersonal skill and communication skills in presenting, discussing and resolving
difficult issues.

» Ability to work efficiently and effectively in a multidisciplinary team environment.

4. The Project Director now invites eligible applicants to indicate their interest in providing the

services. Applicants are invited to provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the

services (complete CV with other details as required as per the Application Forms). The applicants
who have applied earlier need not to apply.

5. Interested applicants are required to submit their expressions of interest in accordance with the

Application Forms and may obtain the request for application document by E-mail or from the office of

the undersigned during normal office hours.

6. Selection procedure:

The consultants will be selected using the selection of individual consultants in accordance with PPR
