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Earthquake drill held
in Motijheel colony

Giving a firsthand idea on what happens during an earth-
quake, a Jica expert team yesterday conducted a 40-minute
drill in the capital's Motijheel government colony on evacu-
ations and post-quake response.

Simulating a massive tremor, sirens howled and smoke bel-
lowed as four fire brigade units from Ramna evacuated residents
oftwo four-storey buildings and herded them at safe zones.

The team also provided videos on the scenario created after
major earthquakes hit Japan and China and a brief training
on how people were rescued from collapsed buildings.

The drill was conducted under a project,

“Capacity

Development on Natural Disaster-Resistant Techniques of
Construction and Retrofitting for Public Buildings”, imple-
mented by Public Works Department with technical sup-
port of Japan International Cooperation Agency (Jica).

According to Bangladesh's earthquake experts, the country's
peographic location is in a high-risk seismic zone but it does not
have adequate capacity to deal with such a natural calamity.

Jica Communication Specialist Eriko Kobayashi said the
Japanese team would conduct more drills in other govern-

ment colonies in the capital.

Born on this day in 1914,
Justice Debesh is widely
remembered for his involve-
ment in defending demo-
cratic and human rights.

Because of his involve-
ment in political activism,
Justice Debesh, then an
advocdte at the
Mymensingh District Court,
was put in jail by the Muslim
League Government as a
security prisoner during
1949-50.

He was a senior advocate
of the Supreme Court of
Pakistan when he was
appointed as a judge of
Bangladesh High Court in
January 1972,

He was elevated to the

Appellate Division of the
Supreme Courtin June 1975
and retired from the bench
in December 1977. Some of
his verdicts had been histor-
ically precedent setting
judgments,

Justice Debesh was
involved with a wide range
of social and civil society
organisations. He was a
member of the Gono Adalat
(People's Court) set up to
put on trial the war crimi-
nalsof 1971.

He has established a
number of educational
institutions in his own
village where he carried out
many philanthropic activi-
ties. He has a number of
books including an anthol-
ogy of poems to his credits.

Justice Debesh breathed
his lastin 2004.
