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Potato traders make brisk
business as prices up

Hoarders and wholesalers
have started lifting huge
quantities of potatoes from
cold storages in the district
as prices of the vegetable
are rising fast in the local
markets.

According to the farmers
and market sources, prices
of potatoes have increased
by Tk10 to 12 per kilogram
in the last three to four days.

During a visit to a local
market yesterday, this corre-
spondent saw per kilogram
of potato was being sold at
Tk18 to 22 while its price
was Tk 6 to 10 for the last
three months.

Potato grower Md Abdur
Razzak of Birganj upazila
said the hoarders are mak-
ing good profit by selling
potato at higher price. “We
incurred huge losses as
price of our produce was
very low at the peak harvest
time,” he added.

During the harvest sea-
son, potato prices dropped
alarmingly, causing huge
losses to many growers in
the district. Most of them
got depressed as a down-
ward slide in the price
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continued for months
together.
According to the officials of
the Departmentof Agriculture
Extension |DAE] in Dinajpur,
around 7.5 lakh tonnes of
potato were produced on at
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least 40,000 hectares of land
in thedistrict.

As the price was low,
farmers stored only
90,000 tonnes in 11 cold
storages, hoping the price
would go up gradually.

TROUBLES AT DIMLA HEALTH COMPLEX

Nurse Latifa transferred

District civil surgeon on
Tuesday transferred nurse
Latifa Yasmin Dolly of
Dimla Upazila Health
Complex to Nilphamari
100-bed hospital.

As the post of gynae-
cologist at the 50-bed
upazila health complex
hospital has remained
vacant for years, long serv-
ing local nurses Latifa
Yasmin Dolly and Hasina
Akhtar Hasi so far domi-
nated the services at the
delivery room.

After joining of the seven
new nurses in September
this year, long serving nurses
are creating obstacles to
their work in various ways

while the new nurses want

to share the duty.

On behalf of the seven
new nurses, Umme Kulsum,
Morium Begum, Nazira
Begum and Shilpi Bagchi
lodged a written complaint
to the upazila health and
family planning officer
(UHFPO) in last week of
October, seeking remedy.

"During our duty shift,
old nurses keep the deliv-
ery room locked and do
not hand over necessary
delivery equipment. The
old nurses often threat-
ened them to break our
hands and legs if we enter
the delivery room and

insult us by hoodlums,”
goes the complaint.
Meanwhile, locals
recently submitted a written
complaint to the UHFPO,
alleging that old nurses are
realising Tk 1,000--Tk 2,000

from each woman for
normal delivery.

In this context, an
enquiry committee

formed by the district civil
surgeon started investiga-
tion on November 14. The
committee submitted its
report on Sunday and The
Daily Star published a
report under caption
“Delivery patients suffer
for nurses' conflict of
interest” on Tuesday. Both
reports prompted the civil
surgeon to transfer Latifa

Blood crisis keeps
patients in a fix

LINB, Khulna

Acute crisis of blood at the
time of need keeps critical
patients in the district's
hospitals in a complete
quandary.

The patients face real
difficulties as they often
have to depend only on the
blood transfusion sections
at Khulna Medical College
Hospital (KMCH) and
Khulna General Hospital.

Although Shaheed
Sheikh Abu Naser
Specialised Hospital has got
the approval to open a
blood transfusion section, It
is yetto start such operation.

Besides, a number of
organisations are working
with blood but they have no
scope of preserving blood.

Sources at the KMCH
blood transfusion section said
they collect and distribute
around 60 bags of blood onan
average daily while Khulna
General Hospital 15 to 20 bags.

Thetwo public hospitals on
an average collect and
distribute 75 to 80 bags of
blood after grouping, cross-
matching, screening and other
tests.

Besides, different clinics
in the city without govern-
ment approval also collect
and supply blood.

There is also allegation
that a few private clinics
collect blood without carry-
ing out any malaria, HIV, B-

virus, C-virus or any other
necessary tests on the
donors.

Once the lone volunteer
organisation, Sandhani, was
meant for blood donation
and collection.

Butthe patients now have
no confidence in its donor
club like in the past.

However, Sandhani
Club's vice president Amirul
Islam Mukul said, there is a
demand for 25 bags of blood
every day from them butitis
not possible to supply blood
as per the demand.

In Khulna city, Quantum
Foundation, Khanjahan Ali
Blood Foundation, Khulna
Blood Donor Club, Juba Red
Crescent Society and Badhan
of Khulna University are
working with blood but
these are information-based
organisations,

It means that these
organisations have a list of
their members and if any
one needs blood, they send
donors to the patients,

Contacted recently,
Khulna Civil Surgeon Dr
Golam Mortaza Sikdar said,
there is no scope of doing
business with blood.

[f any allegation is found
against anyone, stern action
will be taken, he warned.

In Khulna, there are only
two organisations which
have the licence for blood
transfusion service. One is
Khulna Medical College

CONTINUOUS LABOUR UNREST

Gem Jute Mills finally
shut indefinitely

The authorities of the Gem
Jute Mills Limited at
Muslimbagh under Boda
upazila in Panchagarh
closed the mill for an indefi-
nite period following con-
tinuous labour unrest.

About 3,000 workers of
the largest jute mill in the
northern zone became
jobless due to the sudden
decision.

The mill authorities said
they were forced to closed
the mill as the workers went
on strike on Saturday with-
out any prior announce-
ment.

Local sources said, the
workers agitated and
observed different
programme in front of the
jute mill for over a month to

realise their demands.
Finally on Saturday, they
went on an indefinite strike.

The demands include
weekly holiday on Friday,
eight-hour work period with
reasonable wages and
refraining from random
sacking of worker.

The workers alleged that
the mill authorities forced
the loom-workers to work
on Friday from last month
cancelling their holiday.
They also forced them to
work additional times for
covering job of three shifts
with two shift's workers.

Previously, the mill
authorities paid workers'
wages on Thursday but
recently they fixed the
payment day on Friday.

Mill sources said, about
26 metric tonnes of hessian
(coarse cloth of jute) is

produced each day in the
loom section of the mill.

Loom workers get Tk. 52
for making 110-yard
hessian. On an average, each
worker gets Tk. 1,200 to Tk.
14,000 aweek.

Contacted, head of
operation Lt. Colonel (Rtd)
Abdul Monayem told this
correspondent that the
workers work in three shifts
in all jute mills of the coun-
try.

A section of loom work-
ers stopped work from
Saturday for wage hike and
refused to work at night
shift, he said, adding they
also obstructed others from
joining work.

Replying to a query, he
said, about 3000 workers
became jobless because of
the loom workers' undue
demands.
