Men of Jamaat-e-Islami
and its student wing Islami
Chhatra Shibir severed
tendons of three Jubo
League activists at Khaerhat
in Zianagar upazila under
the district yesterday.

The victims are Bahadur
Khan, 32, president of Jubo
League unit of ward No 3 in
Balipara union, its vice

president Akman Sarder,
35, and activist Emran, 22.
Over a trivial matter, a
group of Jubo League men
beat up three Shibir men
when they were going to
Gosherhat Bazar in the
upazila on Saturday morn-
ing, police and locals said.
As a sequel to the inci-
dent, around 200 Jamaat-
Shibir men attacked the
Jubo League men, hacked
them at different parts of

body and cut tendons of
their legs at Khaerhat,
about a quarter kilometre
from the house of con-
victed war criminal Delwar
Hossain Sayedee, at
9:00am yesterday.

The attackers also tried
to gouge two eyes of
Akman. They also vanda-
lised at least seven houses
of Awami League (AL) men
at Khan Bari and the AL
office at Khaerhat during

A housewife was Kkilled
allegedly by her husband for
dowry in the district town
on Saturday night.

The deceased is Phool
Banu, 25, wife of Md Imran
of Charpara Khalpar area in
the town, She was mother of
two children.

Police and victim's rela-
tives said Phool Banu,
daughter of late Insan Ali of
Gouripur upazila, married
Imran, son of Abdul Latf
Mahuri of Charpara Khalpar
tenyears ago.

After the marriage,
Imran, also an employee of
a clinic in the town, used to
torture his second wife
Phool Banu for dowry,

Following an altercation
over the issue on Saturday
night, Imran strangled
Phool Banu, mother of two
children.

Being informed, police
went to the spot, recovered
the body and sent it to
Mymensingh Medical
College Hospital morgue
forautopsy.

Relatives of the wvictim
filed a case with Sadar Police
Station, accusing six people,
including Imran and his first
wife Salma Begum. Police
arrested Salma soon after
filing of the case while the
rest had gone into hiding

Police said they are

4 BEM men charge-sheeted
In arms case in Bogra

Charges have been pressed
against four members of
new militant outfit styled
BEM in a case filed under
Ant-terrorism Act.

Abu Sayeed, ASP of Rab-
12 and investigation officer
of the case, submitted the
charge sheet to the Court of
Additional Judicial
Magistrate Abdul Hamid on
Sunday.

The charge sheeted
accused are Sanaullah alias
Md Firoj Alam, 35, son of
late Afazullah Mollah, of
Fulcoat Northpara village
under Shahjahanpur
upazila of Bogra, Rafiqul
Islam alias Rubel alias
Nahid, 22, son of late
Mizanur Rahman of
Andiarpara (South

Kanaipara) of Fulbaria in
Mymensingh district, Md
Babu Sheikh alias Babu, 21,
son of Md Mobarak Ali alias
Mukruf Sheikh of
Gobindaganj upazila of
Gaibandha and Mahafujul
[slam alias Shamim, 33, son

late Moyej Uddin of
Narayanpur village in
Sherpur district.

Of them, three are now in
jail while Mahafujul Islam is
still at large, said the ASP.

On August 22, Rab per-
sonnel in a drive arrested
three BEM members from a
house named Dewan Bari at
Thanthania Pashchimpara
in Bogra town,

The elite force seized a
China-made AK-22 semi-
automatic rifle and a maga-
zine with 15 bullets, a

Germany-made GSG-522
sports rifle and a magazine
with 22 bullets, a US-made
pistol with a magazine and
35 bullets and five US-made
Saber knives from their
POSsSession.

The Rab men also seized
one rifle target scope, two
bayonets, three daggers, a
hammer, two axes, one
cleaver, 29 iron rods, a
toolkit for repairing weap-
ons alongside several jihadi
books, leaflets and notes
from the house.

The elite force handed
them to the police on
August 23 and filed three
cases with Sadar Police
Station against four identi-
fied and 15 unidentified
BEM men. Later, the arms
case was transferred to Rab.

Fake kabiraj in B'baria held

Police vyesterday arrested
fake herbal medicine practi-
tioner Abdul Barek alias
Burhan Uddin, earlier fined
Tk 1000 by a mobile court
conducted by the upazila
nirbahi officer (UNO) of
Bijoynagar under the dis-
trict, as he resumed the evil
act at Champaknagar Bazar
in the upazila yesterday.
Brahmanbaria superin-
tendent of police (SP) Md
Moniruzzaman said, "On
Sunday, Abdul Barek made
commitment before the
mobile court not to do the
cheating business anymore
and left the village. But as |

received allegation of his
resuming the fake business
today [Monday], I arrested
him and filed a case.”

"Involved in deceiving
the common people in the
name of herbal treatment,
Abdul Barek applied queer
methods like burying the
paralyzed people up to the
waist, stamping on lame
men, or strongly rubbing
the limbs of serious
patients," said Bijoynagar
LUNO Muhammad Bashirul
Haque Bhuiyan, who con-
ducted the mobile court on
Sunday.

Barek, hailing from
Ramkrishnapur village of
Netrakona district, was

doing such fake treatment
for weeks at several villages
of Bijoynagar upazila with
the help of some local
supporters and followers,
taking Tk 3000 to 5000 in
cash from each patient and
on condition of giving
'more money' after therapy,
police said.

Several victims including
Sufi Chowdhury, 65, a
partially paralyzed patient
of Fotehpur village, and
Bayazid, an 11-year-old
lame boy of Nurpur village
of Bijoynagar upazila,
alleged that Barek took over
Tk 8000 from them but
there was no improvement
in their condition.

MADHYAPARA HARD ROCK MINE

Workers, miners on
strike to realise
5-pt demand

The workers and miners of
Madhyapara Granite
Mining Company Ltd
(MGMCL) started an indefi-
nite work abstention yester-
day morning to realise five-
point demand as their 24-
hour ultimatum issued on
Sunday ended without any
solution.

The work abstention led
to suspension of daily rock
extraction from the mine
and affected water supply to
the office and residential
areas.

The demands include 20
percent dearness allow-
ance, abolition of the sys-
tem of employment of
workers and miners
through outsourcing com-
panies, reinstatement of
the jobs of eight retrenched
miners, stopping of such
retrenchment, and regulari-

sation of the
diploma engineers.

The agitating miners
yesterday staged demonstra-
tion inside the mine area to
press the MGMCL authori-
ties to meet their five-point
demand.

"We will not join work
without realising our
demands," said Md Khairul
[slam, president of workers
and miners union.

Many workers employed
through an outsourcing
company have been work-
ing since inception of the
mine but their job regulari-
sation remains a distant
dream, added Md Anwarul
Islam, general secretary of
the union.

The work abstention
programme causes daily
loss of around Tk 13 lakh to
the company.

Md Moinuddin, man-
aging director of MGMCL,

job of

said, "The company
signed a contract on
September 2 this year
with a Belarus based com-
pany for the mine's main-
tenance and production.
That company will look
after the matter.”

The demand for aboli-
tion of employment
through outsourcing is
impractical, he said.

He sought cooperation of
miners and workers to
resume the rock production.

Two workers of
MGMCL, who had been
employed through an
outsourcing company, have
been recently removed due
to the mine's security rea-
son, following a report of
National Security
[ntelligence, the mining
company sources said.

But the incident triggered
grievance among the work-
ers and miners.
