130 gold bars seized

Customs officials seized 130 gold bars weighing around
26kg and worth about Tk 12.6 crore in two drives at Hazrat
Shahjalal International Airport in the capital yesterday.

The officials searched an aircraft of Regent Airways from
Kuala Lumpur that landed at the airport around 4:20am.

Later, they seized 120 gold bars weighing around 14kg
from behind a looking glass of a toilet of the plane.

The market value of the gold bars is Tk 6 crore, said
Nazma Zabin, assistant commissioner of the airport cus-
toms.

Meanwhile, the officials seized 10 gold bars weighing
around 12kg from the cargo complex around 10:30am.

The street value of the gold bars is around Tk 6.5 crore,
said Ayasha Akter, assistant director of the customs.

Jamdani recognised as intangible

cultural heritage

The traditional art of Jamdani weaving has been
inscribed on Unesco's Representative List of
Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity this year.

The decision was made at the eighth meeting of
the Intergovernmental Committee for the
Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage that
began on December 2 in Baku, the capital city of
Azerbaijan, said a foreign ministry press release.

The committee examined 31 proposals from
different countries for inscription on the list, which
aims to maintain cultural diversity in the face of
growing globalisation, It approved 23 proposals and
rejected eight. Bangladesh's nomination titled "Tra-
ditional art of Jamdani weaving" was approved by the
committee unanimously

"Intangible cultural heritage includes traditions or
living expressions inherited from our ancestors and
passed on to our descendants, such as oral traditions,
performing arts, social practices, rituals, festive
events, knowledge and practices concerning nature
and the universe or the knowledge and skills to pro-
duce traditional crafts," says Unesco.

Earlier, the Baul song was included on the list in
2008.

A delegation composed of Bangladesh's
Permanent Representative to Unesco Shahidul
