Ershad thanks UN
chief for his efforts

Jatiya Party Chairman HM Ershad sent a letter to UN
Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon yesterday thanking him for
his efforts to break the political deadlock in Bangladesh.

“I thank you and Oscar Fernandez-Taranco, UN assistant
secretary-general for political affairs, and appreciate your
initiative to resolve the ongoing political crisis,” said
Ershad's special adviser Bobby Hajjaj, quoting the letter.

Ershad handed over the letter to the visiting UN officials
at Hotel Sonargaon for submitting it to Ban Ki-moon,

Bobby told The Daily Star.

In the letter, Ershad mentioned that it is possible to end
the deadlock over the polls-time government within the

constitutional provisions.

Party insiders said Ershad proposed a polls-time admin-
istration without Sheikh Hasina for a credible election.

The EC yesterday sent the

final list of polling centres
for the upcoming election to
the Bangladesh
Government Press for print-
ingitasagazette.

For each of the 300 con-

stituencies, there will be a
separate gazette containing
the list of the polling centres
in that constituency, said
Mihir Sarwar Morshed,
deputy secretary of the EC
Secretariat.

"We've finalised a total
of 37,711 polling centres all
over the country. After
printing the gazettes, we

will send those to the
returning officers of the
constituencies,” he told

The Daily Star.

In the last election, the
number of polling centres
was 35,263 but it rose as the
number of voters has
increased by over 1 crore to
around 9.19 crore.

Meanwhile, around
23,000 local observers of 38
organisations have appealed
to the EC to observe the
January 5 election. The EC in

principle has decided to
allow them all. In the 9th
parliamentary election,
around 1.68 lakh local
observers monitored the
polling, according to EC
SOUILCeS.

Among international
observers, Democracy
International has appealed
to deploy 13,500 monitors.

The EC has already
invited around 10 interna-
tional bodies including the
Commonwealth,
Organisation of Islamic
Conference (OIC),
European Union, National
Democratic Institute, and
International Republican
Institute to deploy monitors
but none has responded yet,
said EC sources.

In the 2008 poll, the
number of foreign observers
was over 500.

"The increasing yield of
hilsa in Bangladesh is likely
to lead to overfishing,” said
Sangita Mitra, senior project
officer from World Wildlife
Foundation office in
Kolkata.

[n West Bengal, the num-
ber of ishermen has
increased by three to four
times in the last 12 years, she
said, adding, “Many of them
are river erosion victims
who join the lucrative
trade.”
