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TIB slams ACC reluctance
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revealed that the position of
public representatives is a
profit making tool and a
glaring example of how
power is abused in amassing
wealth.

Terming ACC's role frus-
trating, he said ACC's indif-
ference indicates the lack of
courage and sincerity of its
top bosses in investigating
corruption.

Time for diversifying
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have to bring in changes in
domestic policies and
create adequate infrastruc-
ture and congenial envi-
ronment for investment to
advance the benefit of
globalisation in the coming
years.

Apart from diversifying
export baskets instead of
relying on garment items,
which fetch up to 80 per-
cent of the total export
earnings, Debapriya
stressed that within the
garment sector, the country
would have to concentrate
on producing high-value
products.

Bangladesh also needs to
explore opportunities in
emerging markets in
Southeast Asia and Latin
America as well as Malaysia,
Russia, India and Turkey, as
the country is too much
dependent on North America
and European Union, which
currently together receive
three-fourths of the exports,
he said.

The noted economist
also said regional coopera-
tion could play a major
role in helping
Bangladesh diversify its
export markets.

He said nowadays the
process of producing qual-
ity products in line with
international standards
had become equally crucial
like the quality of products.

"Ensuring rights of the
workers and safe working
conditions are important
parts of the new production
standards the world is
asking from Bangladesh.

"Bangladesh will have to

improve roads, highways
and ports for trade facilita-
tion and ensuring smooth
supply chain. We have to
build up a modern working
condition and infrastructure
in the country under the
second generation trade
policy.”

Shamim Shakur, a senior
lecturer at Massey
University in New Zealand,
said South Asian countries
crossed ocean after ocean
to trade with the US and
Europe. "But we don't do
trade with our neighbours
like we see among Asean
countries.”

Mohammad Yunus,
senior researcher fellow of
the Bangladesh Institute of
Development Studies
(BIDS), said although
South Asia was one of the
fastest growing economic
regions in the world, the
intra-regional trade
accounted for only 5.8
percent or $11 billion of
their total trade against a
potential of $40 billion.

He said the absence of
transport connectivity
among Bangladesh,
Bhutan, Nepal and India
resulted in losses for all
countries in terms of
opportunity costs,
although these countries
stood to gain substantially
from cooperation in trans-
port services.

Wahiduddin Mahmud,
a former adviser to a care-
taker government, ABM
Azizul Islam, another
former caretaker govern-
ment adviser, and Mustafa
K Mujeri, director general
of BIDS, also spoke.
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Soon after the death of
Zohra, the senior most pre-
sidium member of the AL,
the premier rushed to the
hospital.

1977.

BNP Chairperson
Khaleda Zia also paid tribute
to Zohra, saying she left
noble deeds throughout her
political career. "Zohra
Tajuddin was fearless and
committed to defending the
country's independence,
sovereignty and democratic
rights of the people,” she said
in a message.

As a Liberation War
organiser, Zohra was very
significant for the victory of
Bangladesh, said BNP acting
secretary general Mirza
Farkrul Islam Alamgir. “She
proved herself to be an intel-
lectual and efficient politi-
cian throughout her political
career.”

Alongside her active
participation in politics, she
worked with social and
charity organisations. She
was vice-president of
Bangladesh Mahila Parishad

In early December, Zohra
underwent a surgery for her
broken hip in a New Delhi
hospital in India after suffer-
ing a fall at her residence in
Dhaka.

She will be buried in Banani
graveyard Sunday after
arrival of her son Sohel Taj,
former state minister for
home, in the USA, said fam-
ily members.

Gogoi pointed out that
the land deal would
improve trade relation with
Bangladesh.
