More human
remains found

At least 20 human bones and a broken skull were found in
the Rana Plaza rubble in Savar yesterday, the fourth such

recovery in two weeks.

The street boys who came across the remains said they
saw many more in the pile of concrete about 10-12 feet

high.

[nspector of Savar Model Police Station Dipok Chandra
Saha said, "We collected the bones and will take necessary
steps after discussion with the higher authority.”

On December 13, four street boys found some skeletal
remains for the first time. More remains were discovered on

Sunday and Monday.

The nine-storey Rana Plaza collapsed on April 24, killing at
least 1,134 people and injuring and maimingseveral hundred.

According to the army, which led the rescue, 159 victims
are still unidentified or missing.

Cars lined up outside Bangladesh Road Transport Authority in the capital's Mirpur yesterday as the owners
scurry to renew their permits seizing the opportunity on a day without political agitation. The BNP-led opposition
had enforced five spells of blockades, ending 5:00pm on Tuesday.
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Ministers' home grounds got higher
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boycott on 208 days. In the
case of the ruling party, atten-
dance of Tangail’s lawmak-
ers, all of whom are from the
AL, was as low as 42 percent,

Besides, the foremost
barrier to a democratic
parliament from becoming
effective was the concentra-
tion of supreme power in
the hands of the prime
minister, making her wield
absolute power, it said.

The neglect women
empowerment faced can
be exemplified by the 39
districts from where no
woman was elected law-
maker in the last four

decades.

However, 19 female MPs
were directly elected from
17 districts in the 9th parlia-
ment. Earlier, the highest
number of female represen-
tatives in a single parliament
was eight, said the report.

Health governance in
district hospitals saw, on an
average, vacancies in 40
percent posts of doctors and
in 58 percent posts of
nurses, it added.

Addressing as chief guest,
former adviser to a caretaker

On the January 5 10th
parliamentary polls, he said
people can protest the
“voter-less” election wear-
ing black badges as their
franchise was “vanishing”.
