Govt to bring 7.2 lakh more children
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of the Department of
Primary Education, told the
news agency that “ROSCI1 is
being implemented in the
upazilas with high poverty
incidence, low enrolment
and low completion rates.”

He said the children
enrolled in the Ananda
Schools, aged 8-14, had
missed out schooling at the
right age or had been com-
pelled to drop out, mainly
because of poverty.

More than half of these
children are girls. The pro-
ject will also help them
move on to secondary edu-
cation, Gosh added.

In keeping with its
emphasis to enhance qual-
ity of education for disad-
vantaged children, ROSC II
undertook a major teacher-

training programme 1n
collaboration with the
Institute of Education and
Research of Dhaka
University and the Institute
of Educational
Development of Brac
University.

Sixty-three training coor-
dinators (TCs) and 39 train-
ing resource persons (TRPs)
have been trained and
teaching aids have been
developed. These TCs and
TRPs are now providing
training to the teachers of all
currently running Ananda
Schools.

Besides, an elaborate
system to monitor all field
level activities in the remote
and disadvantaged areas has
been developed, incorporat-
ing information and com-
munication technologies.

ROSC 1I is also piloting
interventions like early
orade reading, learning
centres in selected urban
slums, education for domes-
tic workers, and a pre-
vocational skills training
scheme for Ananda School
eraduates.

A trust fund from USAID,
executed by the WB, is assist-
ing the development of
these pilots to be imple-
mented through ROSC IL
The WB is providing US
$130 million for the project.
The financing is in the form
of a zero interest credit from
the International
Development Association
with 40 years to maturity
and a 10-year grace period,
including a service charge
on disbursed funds of 0.75
percent.

Effective vaccine invented
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were randomly assigned to
receive the QIV (0.5-ml
dose) or hepatitis A vaccine
(Havrix, 0.5-ml dose), as a
control. Both vaccines were
manufactured by
GlaxoSmithKline vaccines.

The findings of the
multinational trial study,
which aimed at assessing the
efficacy of the QIV in chil-
dren, were recently pub-
lished in the New England
Journal of Medicine.

The study showed QIV
efficacy of 55 percent against
influenza of any severity. In
study, the efficacy of QIV
was higher against moder-
ate-to-severe disease (ap-
proximately 70 percent
overall and in each of the
two age groups).

Most breakthrough cases
in the QIV group were of
mild severity. The QIV was
associated with an 80 per-
cent reduction in the rate of
lower respiratory tract ill-
ness (the most common
serious outcome of influ-
enza) and a 70 percent
reduction in the rate of body
temperature above 39°C, as

compared with the control
vaccine.

"The results from the QIV
study shows promise to
provide better protection for
more children globally from
influenza compared to
currently used trivalent
influenza vaccines (TIVs),”
said Dr K Zaman, senior
scientist with icddr,b's
Centre for Child &
Adolescent Health and
principal investigator of the
Bangladesh site.

Influenza is a viral infec-
tion that normally lasts for
about a week. Symptoms
include high fever, muscle
ache, headache, sore throat
and rhinitis. The incidence
of influenza is particularly
high among children, espe-
cially during the influenza
season.

The virus spreads very
easily from person to person
through inhalation of small
particles and droplets dis-
charged by virus infected
persons when they sneeze or
cough. The infection is also
known to lead to severe
complications resulting in
pneumonia and death.

Prospect of intercropping
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onion and arum to get addi-
tional income from the
same land to encourage the
cultivators for re-plantation
of mulberry plants.
Contacted, Senior
Research Officer of BSRTI Dr
Saidur Rahman said the
research output was positive
relating to the production of
spices, vegetables and mul-
berry leaves along with
attaining food security.
Highlighting other posi-
tiVeE aspects of
intercropping, he said that
policy-level decision is very
essential for extension of the
system to make it popular
among the growers, so that
the system can be successful
through proper motivation

and demonstration among
the grassroots farmers.

"As the mulberry cultiva-
tion is labour-intensive and
a large number of women-
folk are found involved in
the system, intercropping
mulberry cultivation with
other crops could be suc-
cessful,” said Dr Saidur
Rahman.

Director General of
Bangladesh Sericulture
Development Board
(BSDB) Swapan Chandra
Paul said the BSDB has
been working actively to
devise a way to bring the
existing mulberry cultiva-
tion under intercropping
with other cash crops and
vegetables for the sake of
food security.
