The Reaching Out-of-School Children Phase-II(ROSC) Project was launched in January 2013 under Directorate of
Primary Education, Ministry of Primary and Mass Education. The main objective of this project is to address the out-of-
school children at primary level and provide them a 2" chance education to create an opportunity of inclusion and
completion of primary education cycle through Ananda Schools. The ROSC Phase-Il Project aims to enroll 4,55,000
out-of-school children in 100 upazilas. Moreover, the students of ROSC Phase-| under 48 upazilas who are currently
studying in grade 4 and 5 will also avail the same opportunities. There will be around 130 Ananda Schools in each
upazila with around 35 learners in each Ananda School. Institute of Education and Research (IER) of Dhaka
University has been working as training agency for facilitation training in the field.

The main responsibilities of a Training Coordinator (CT) are to provide training and classroom support to the teachers
of the Learning Centers (LCs) in a designated upazila to deliver quality primary education to out-of-school children
training of Center Management Committee (CMC) members and to support the collection of self-report ROSC-10
forms. The specific responsibilities of the TCs include but not limited to the following.

i) Teacher Development: 1) Provide initial foundation training, annual refresher training and subject-based training to
the LC teachers with focus on English and Mathematics; 2) Provide training to the teachers on the use of instructional
materials such as textbook-based posters, flashcards, alphabet/number charts, audio clips etc; 3) provide feedback to
training agencies of the projects for field level training.

ii) Classroom Support: 1) Provide academic support to TC teachers at upazila level; 2) Ensure availability of
teaching-learning materials, subject lesson plans and supplementary reading materials in LC classrooms; 3) Regularly
visit classroom to observe and provide feedback on teaching and learning methods; 4) Support Assistant Upazila
Education Officers (AUEQs) to conduct bi-monthly sub-cluster training of LC teachers; 5) Support Head Teachers (HT)
to conduct bi-weekly Teacher Group Meetings; 6) Support Upazila Education Officers (UEOs) to provide additional
orientation program to LC teachers teaching Grade 4 and 5; 7) Ensure availability of text books and other learning
materials to students.

iii) Monitoring and Other Activities: 1) Provide foundation and refresher training to Center Management Committee
(CMC); 2) Facilitate collection of self-reported LC forms; 3) Provide support for continuous assessment of the
students.

The detailed terms of references for the selected candidates will be provided with the contract documents.

In order to provide different types of training to teachers of LCs and to extend continued management support to LCs
for smooth operation, the project has planned to enlist 148 Training Coordination (TC) under its quality component.
The project welcomes candidates below 40 years of age, with self-motivation and positive attitude to build career in a
goal oriented environment who desire to make a difference in educational attainments in the rural un-served areas.
The enlisted candidates will be deployed by the selected Training Agency and will be stationed in selected upazila for
the entire period of their employment following participation in a tailor-made training program developed on Primary
Education Teachers' Training.

Educational Qualification and Experiences Required for the Position are:

Masters in any discipline with Bachelor of Education (BEd from recognized teacher's Training College/Master in
Education with Bachelor of Education (Hons degree);

Experience in the development sector training program, particularly in education, will be considered an added
advantage;

Experience of working with basic computer programs.

Successful candidates will receive remuneration of Taka 20,000 (consolidated) per month with one month salary as
social benefit after successful of each year of serving the project. In addition to this, TCs will receive a reasonable
conveyance allowance for visiting the LCs. This is a time bound employment which will be valid as per fixed-term
contract. This short-listed candidates will be selected through an interview.
