HC stays case against
Odhikar's secretary,
director

The High Court yesterday stayed for three months the pro-
ceedings of a case against rights body Odhikar's secretary
Adilur Rahman Khan and its director ASM Nasiruddin Elan.

The case was filed for publishing a "false report” on
Odhikar’'s website on the crackdown against Hefajat-e [slam
activists in the capital's Motijheel area on May 6 last year.

The report claimed that 61 people were killed during the
crackdown.

The HC bench of Justice Borhanuddin and Justice KM
Kamrul Kader passed the order yesterday after hearing an
appeal filed by the accused.

The accused submitted the appeal to the HC against a
lower court order that rejected their petition seeking exemp-
tion from the charges of the case on January 8.

Earlier on January 8, Judge KM Shamsul Alam of the
Cyber Crimes Tribunal in Dhaka framed charges against the
accused and fixed today for starting trial against them.

Both the accused are now out on bail.

He told the court that Abdur Razzaq, the chief defence
counsel, and Khandker Mahbub Hossain, another senior
counsel, will place arguments on the appeal, but Razzaq is
currently abroad while Khandker Mahbub Hossain is in
jail.

Attorney General Mahbubey Alam yesterday opposed
Shahjahan's adjournment prayer and also prayed to the
apex court to start hearing on the appeal of the government
seeking capital punishment for Sayedee on the remaining
six charges.

He graduated from Dhaka University and
became a successful businessman. He was
elected president of Dhaka Chamber of
Commerce and Industry for four consecu-
tive terms from 1988.

His career started in Shell Oil Company
from which he joined Pakistan National Oil
(PNO) after its launch.

After Bangladesh achieved independ-
ence, PNO was renamed Jamuna Qil
Company, of which he became the deputy
chief before quitting in 1977 to enter the
world of private business by joining
Transcom Group.

He later left Transcom Group and

founded ETV.

Man chops wife into
six pieces 1n Gazipur

A 38-year-old man, who murdered his wife and chopped
the body into six pieces in their Barabari residence in
Gazipur city, was arrested yesterday.

Riajul Karim Ranju admitted that he strangled his wife
Chaina, 27, cut her body into six pieces and bagged those
separately on Sunday night following an altercation, said
Joydevpur police. Then Ranju with his two daughters, who
were sleeping when the murder took place, shifted to
another rented house in Chandana Rawshan Sarak area the
next day. He also took the dismembered parts in three bags
to the new house.

Smelling an odour coming from Ranju's flat, locals
informed police who later arrested Ranju and recovered the
body parts from the house.

A case was filed. The body parts were sent to Gazipur
Sadar Hospital morgue for an autopsy.

Mugger injured by cop
firing in capital

A mugger was injured as police fired on him when he was
mugging a rickshaw passenger in the capital's Jatrabari
early yesterday.

The injured, Abdur Razzak, 30, is undergoing treatment
at Dhaka Medical College Hospital.

"I along with three others stopped a rickshaw at 5:00am
and we were trying to mug the passenger,” he told The Daily
Starat DMCH.

Razzak said when police came; his accomplices hurled
two crude bombs at police forcing the law enforcers to retal-
iate by firing on them. One bullet hit Razzak in the knee.

None of the law enforcers were injured, said police,

Meanwhile, a man who was stabbed succumbed to his
injuries at DMCH.

The deceased, Zillur Rahman, 35, is a farmer who came
to Dhaka from Sherpur in search of work, said Nazrul Islam,
the victim's brother. He was stabbed by unidentified miscre-
ants on January 19 in Mohakhali.

Sri Lanka, S'pore, Saarc
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(Saarc) Secretary General Ahmed Saleem hoped that
Bangladesh will continue supporting regional cooperation
to benefit people of the Saarc countries.

British High Commissioner Robert Gibson, calling on Law
Minister Anisul Huq, discussed various bilateral issues, includ-
ing the January 5 election, and urgency of dialogue between the
ruling and opposition parties for resolving the political crisis.

Although he did not talk to journalists afterwards, Anisul
said the British government recognised the Sheikh Hasina-
led government and will continue bilateral activities.

He quoted Gibson as saying, “We understand that consti-
tutionally the election was held on January 5.”

A British High Commission spokesperson told The Daily
Star that Gibson reiterated what British Senior Foreign
Office Minister Baroness Warsi said on January 6.

Warsi had expressed disappointment that voters in over
half of the constituencies did not have the opportunity to
express their will at the ballot box and that turnout in most
of the other constituencies was low.

Deploring violence, she said Bangladesh's political parties
share a clear and unequivocal responsibility to work together to
strengthen democratic accountability as an urgent priority and
to build the willingness and capacity to hold future participa-
tory elections without the fear of intimidation or reprisals.

Start agitation

“Now it is the responsibility
of all democratic political
parties to start tougher agita-
tion against the government
to reestablish the voting
rights,” the former president
told a discussion in the
capital's Jatiya Press Club.

Bangladesh Sammilita

founder Ziaur Rahman's
78th birth anniversary.

Referring to the recent
