Cop role comes
Into question

OC closed for 'irresponsible, racist' comments

Lapses on the part of Monirampur police have raised concern whether the
Rishipara gang-rape victims will get justice.

Two housewives of Hindu Rishi community living at a corner of Hazrail
village in Monirampur upazila of Jessore were gang-raped around 1:30am
on January 8.
This was to “punish” the community for voting in January 5 polls,
according to confessional statements of two detained suspects.

Locals and victim families alleged police came to know about the inci-
dent on January 8 morning but took no action.

No case was filed until journalists got the victims' version of the inci-
dent and contacted the law enforcers.

On January 10, law enforcers brought the victims to Monirampur Police
Station and recorded a rape case under Prevention of Repression on
Women and Children Act 2000 section 9 (i).

Though one of the victims mentioned in her statement to the police
that she was gang-raped, the case was not filed under the section 9 (iii)
which is the clause for gang rape.

Police also sent the victims for medical tests to Jessore General Medical
College and Hospital after 79 hours.

[t is not possible to find symptoms of rape after 24 hours if the victim is
married, according to Yakub Ali Mollah, superintendent of the hospital.
Contacted, Rabiul Hossain, investigating officer of the case, said, "We
came to know about the incident in the evening on January 9."

Robbers have made away with Tk 16.40
crore from a Sonali Bank branch in
Kishoreganj by digging a tunnel to the
bank's vault, much to the surprise of many.

Two officials of the bank discovered it
yesterday afternoon when they entered the
second cell of the vault to take money for
transactions.

The robbery might have happened dur-
ing the weekend, as the second cell was last
checked on Thursday, said Anwar Hossain
Khan, superintendent of police in
Kishoreganj.

The tunnel was dug to the vault from a
building only 20 yards from the bank on
Isa Khan Road at Rathkhola. A narrow alley
separates the bank and the building. The
policemen stationed at the bank appeared
clueless about the digging of the tunnel.

Humayun Kabir Bhuiyan, manager of
the bank, said they learnt about the robbery
around 3:00pm after Joint Custodian
(cash) Mohsinul Haq and Joint Custodian

party's grassroots leaders to finalise a single chairman and
vice-chairman candidate for each upazila ahead of the
upazila parishad polls.

She asked the leaders to select candidates through consen-
sus. If they fail to pick a candidate this way, she advised them
to finalise the candidate through voting, party sources said.

Polls will be held in 215 upazilas on February 19 and 117
upazilas on February 27 in the first phase, according to the
schedule announced by the Election Commission.

Hasina warned of taking stern organisational action
against the party men who would contest the elections
violating the party decision, sources told The Daily Star.
