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Affected 'just victims of violence
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injured; and 132 educational institutions,
140 houses, including some 22 of Hindus,
and 60 shops vandalised and torched in five
upazilas, mainly Sundargan,.

The body is among four BNP
Chairperson Khaleda Zia formed on
January 23 to get a “clear picture” after
investigating the countrywide attacks, vio-
lence, extrajudicial killings, human rights
violations by law enforcers and oppression
on the BNP-led 18-party alliance men.

BNP has been facing immense criticism
from home and abroad over involvement of
the alliance's men in communal attacks

before and after the polls. Formation of the

bodies was BNP's clear message to all that it
is against such attacks, said BNP insiders.

During the around seven-hour visit start-
ing at 10:00am, the probe body went to view
a BNP leader's house and four shops
affected in Kalitola Bazar of Gobindagan;
upazila and met seven affected Hindu fami-
lies at Beradanga in Gaibandha sadar
upazila.

They also visited three affected shops in
Naldanga Bazar of Sadullapur upazila and
met four victimised Hindu families there,
and met the locals and victims of
Palashbari, Gaibandha Notun Bazar,
Dariyvapur, Naldanga Bazar and
Sundargan.

Pointing to the sharp decline of the Hindu
population in Bangladesh since the coun-
try's independence, she said it was high time
for initiating a cultural movement against
communalism,

Although in different areas local Awami
League candidates assured minorities of
preventing attacks on them during the vote,
they did not come to their rescue in the end,
said Prof Gayen.

She said she felt uncomfortable to hear

that former AL whip Sheikh Abdul Wahab,
who faced allegations of involvement in the
Abhaynagar attacks in Jessore, was seen
sitting beside Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina
when she went to the upazila to visit the
affected Hindu families.

President of the Communist Party of
Bangladesh Mujahedul Islam Selim
urged all to focus on creating awareness
among local people so that they come
forward to protect minorities in times of
violence.
