Beauty Khatun could not bear the burden of her life any
longer after her ex-husband along with his friends raped
her, filmed the whole thing and circulated the video in
revenge for her family's failure to pay dowry.

Aged 22, she hanged herself at her parents' house in
Pirojpur village under Kaliganj upazila of Jhenidah on
Friday night.

Beauty's family married her off to Mithu Hossain, 25, of
Keyabagan village in the upazila, in 2009, the family said. A
few months into the marriage, Mithu and his family began
torturing her for dowry.

Four years of torture seemed to end as Mithu divorced
her in December last year for not getting dowry, said the
victim's brother Mithun Hossain.

Last month, Mithu lured her to his home saying he
would marry her again. Little did she know that she was yet
to have the most horrific experience in her life.

Khoka gets bail
in all cases

Aman sent to jail;, BNP

BNP Vice-Chairman Sadeque Hossain Khoka secured six
months' bail from the High Court yesterday in three cases,
including one for killing sub-inspector Md Shahjahan at
Motijheel in May last year.

The two other cases filed against him are attempting to
murder cops by throwing cocktails, vandalising vehicles
and preventing law enforcers from discharging their duties
in the capital's Jatrabari area in November and December
last year.

Now there is no legal bar to Khoka's release following the
HC order, barrister Saqeb Mahbub, a lawyer of the BNP
leader, told The Daily Star.

An HC bench of Justice Naima Haider and Justice Zafar
Ahmed granted the bail after holding hearings on three
separate bail petitions filed by Khoka in connection with
the cases.
