Citing a 2012 baseline survey on

Recognising the facts, Primary and
Mass Education Minister Mostafizur
Rahman said the quality of education
remained a question though
Bangladesh had achieved many mil-
lennium development goals. He
blamed teachers' "lack of sincerity” in
schools for this.

Shamse Ara, however, said it was the
lack of teachers' training, adding that
teachers should engage every student
in practical activities, using various
supportive learning materials.

Dr Shamsher Ali, president of
Educational Quality Assurance
Foundation, recommended training
teachers in practical teaching tech-
niques that best help students' learn-

The teaching process should be
arranged in such a way that primary
school students learn everything in
schools, said Dr Ahmed.

James Jennings, an education expert
at the Australian Agency for
International Development, called
lack of learning in schools as a major
contributor to drop-outs. Poor parents
stop sending their children to schools
when they found their kids not learn-
ing anything, he said.

Education needs shift from rote

(CAMPE) which organised the discus-
sion with the Prothom Alo, said the
teacher-student ratio in Bangladesh
was very poor. For 1.7 crore primary
school students, there are only four
lakh teachers, he added.

CAMPE Executive Director Rasheda
K Chowdhury said that in real sense,
the education budget was declining
whereas it should have gone up.

In the 2012-2013 fiscal, the educa-
tion sector received 11.3 percent of the
budget, which experts say should be 20
percent.

Chowdhury said, “We should think
if we will invest more in military or in
the future generations.”

Bangladesh usually spends about
two percent of the Gross Domestic
Product (GDP) on education and 1.5
percent on the defence.

Prothom Alo Editor Matiur Rahman
was present at the discussion, while its
Associate Editor Abdul Qayyum spoke
among others.

QQaisar's aides killed
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Ali said on April 24, he was assigned to obtain information
about the Pakistani army, who had reached Brahmanaria at
that time, and learned that Qaisar was leading the army
towards Madhabpur.

On April 27, the Pakistani army marched towards
Madhabpur, said the freedom fighter, who worked under §
Force, commanded by Maj KM Shafiullah. Following
Shafiullah's order, they took shelter at Mantala and
Moujpur, apparently safer places, he added.

On April 28, he heard that the Pakistani army, Razakar,
and aides of Qaisar had killed his father and many others
the previous day, Ali said. After the Pakistani army left the
area on April 29, 1971, he went to Madhabpur and found
around 50 other houses, including his, in their village and
200 shops of Madhabpur Bazar burnt.

‘I saw 14/15 bodies were laid out at a place between
Madhabpur Bazar and our Krishnanagar village....I found
the body of my father and three others on the north-eastern
side of my home,"” he said. Later, he went to India for train-
ing and returned to Bangladesh in November, he said, add-
ing that he had returned home 15/20 days after independ-
ence and found trails of destructions in his locality.

From the people who took refuge in India, he learnt that
(Qaisar's men and the Pakistani army caused the havoc, said
Ali, who identified Qaisar during the testimony. A defence
lawyer asked Ali only four questions before the tribunal-led
by Justice Obaidul Hassan, which adjourned the proceed-
ings till Sunday when Ali will face further cross-examination.

HC gives govt 7 more
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on December 27, 2009, during its previous tenure, formed a
three-member judicial probe commission, headed by
retired district judge Mohammad Sahabuddin, to inquire
into the atrocities perpetrated after the 2001 election,

The commission submitted the report to the home min-
istry on April 24, 2011 after probing 3,625 of 5,571 com-
plaints filed with it. The attorney general's office received
the report from the home ministry in February.

Sources in the AG office said the commission found at
least 25 ministers and lawmakers of the BNP-Jamaat gov-
ernment, among 26,352 people, involved in the 15-month
long atrocities on Hindus and the then opposition men
across the country.

Those involved in the incidents include former ministers
Ruhul Quddus Talukder Dulu, Abdus Salam Pintu, Matiur
Rahman Nizami, Altaf Hossain Chowdhury, Tariqul Islam,
and Maj (retd) Hafiz Uddin Ahmed.

Of the 3,625 complaints, 355 were filed for political
murders, while 3,270 for rape, arson, looting and other
Crimes.
