AL. Protesting the attack, Babul's supporters barred CU
teachers' buses from leaving and entering the campus
on Sunday.

Moslem Uddin Ahmed, president of AL Chittagong south
district unit, said, “If Babul did anything wrong, there are some
other ways to get remedy.”

“l want the attackers to be punished,” he said,
adding that some BCL activists had been tarnishing
the party's image.

MA Salam, general secretary of AL Chittagong north district
unit, said the standard of student politics had been deteriorat-
ing day-by-day.

“Nowadays the AL leaders are directly forming BCL commit-
tees in the educational institutions without holding any coun-
cil, which deteriorates the quality of student politics,” he said.

“A central leader of AL being humiliated like a thief or a
dacoiton a university campus is shameful,” Salam added.

Humiliating a central leader in public by some junior BCL
activists is by no means acceptable, said Advocate Iftekher
Saimul Chowdhury, law secretary of AL Chittagong city unit.

He urged the AL central committee to take action against the
perpetrators.

MA Khaled Chowdhury, general secretary of BCL CU unit,
said that the president and secretary of the BCL central commit-
tee would visit CU campus on April 10.

Azharul Islam raped
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dead at Damdama Bridge near Rangpur Town.

The witness said a memorial plaque was set up near
Damdama Bridge in their memory.

Mujibor also said on December 22, 1971, he found
blood-stained saris, blouses, petticoats, and shattered ban-
gles at Rangpur Town Hall.

Mujibor also corroborated the killing of more than 1,200
people at Jharuar Beel on April 17 and 15 people at
Moksedpur on April 16 in 1971, and said Azharul was
involved in those killings.

The witness said Azharul had been known to him since the
1970 election when the war crimes accused campaigned for
Jamaat in Rangpur. Following the testimony, the defence cross-
examined him. The proceeding was adjourned till today.
