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DU BCL man hacked
by rival faction

Two persons including a Bangladesh Chhatra League activ-
ist of Dhaka University were injured, as members of
another faction hacked them with sharp weapons at
Suhrawardy Udyan in the capital yesterday.

The injured -- Mehebubullah Mehedi, a student of
Bangla department and BCL activist of SM Hall unit, and
Sajib, friend of Mehebubullah -- were undergoing treat-
ment at Dhaka Medical College Hospital.

Around four people chopped Mehebubullah and Sajib,
when the duo were sitting in front of Mukto Mancha inside
Suhrawardy Udyan around 5:00pm, said BCL leader
Mehedi Hasan, also former president of the SM Hall unit.

He alleged that BCL activists Atique, Dalton and Bulbul
had attacked the duo. However, none of them could be
contacted fr::ur their comments.

Mehedi Hasan Mollah, BCL president of DU unit, said
they had auapuultd the trio. Professor Amzad Ali, acting
proctor of DU, said he had heard that some BCL activists
had chopped Mehebubullah following an internal feud.

KILLING OF BANGLADESHI IN MEGHALAYA

Dhaka conveys strong
protest to India

Dhaka yesterday protested the killing of a Bangladeshiin India's
Meghalaya on Tuesday, and demanded investigation into the
incident and punishment for the persons responsible,

The foreign ministry officially conveyed this protest to
New Delhi, and asked the Indian side to hand over the body.

According to press reports, Indian civilians shot dead a
Bangladeshi youth Delwar Hossain, 17, at
Bichanakandiborder under Goainghat upazila in Sylhet
Tuesday noon when he went there to collect wood.

It has been learnt from the Indian side that an investiga-
tion has already been initiated, said a foreign ministry press
release.

The ministry also expressed deep concern over the kill-
ings of four Bangladeshis in three days in the bordering
areas by Indian civilians.

The Indian authorities have also been requested to sensi-
tize and educate their population in the bordering areas so
that they do not take law into their own hands.
