Families of victim kids
receive financial help

Families of nine schoolchildren, who were
killed in a road accident while returning
from a picnic in Chaugachha upazila under
the district on February 15, received Tk 1
lakh each from the Prime Minister's Office
yesterday.

Families of nine other children, who
were seriously injured in the accident, got Tk
50 thousand.

Primary and Mass Education Minister
Mostafizur Rahman handed over the
cheques to the victims' families at Jessore
Circuit House in the morning,

"Our Prime Minister knows what the
pain of losing dear ones is. She is sincere
about helping the people during their bad
times. OQur government always tries to stand
beside people in tome of need,” the minister
said at the programme.

At the same programme, Bangladesh
Primary Teachers Association, Jessore
district unit, handed over Tk 71 thousand to
each of the nine slain school children's
families.

Secretary of Primary and Mass Education
Ministry Kazi Aktar Hossain and Director
General of the Department of Primary and
Mass Education Shyamol Kanti Ghosh were
present at the programme presided over by
Jessore Deputy Commissioner Mostafizur
Rahman.

On February 15 this year, seven children
of Benapole Government Primary School
were killed on the spot and around 50
others inured as their bus fell into a roadside
ditch at Chaugachha while returning from a
picnic in Mujibnagar.

Later two other children succumbed to
theirinjuries in hospital.

18 get life in Khulna
lawyer killing case

A Khulna court on Wednesday sentenced 18
people to life imprisonment for killing a
lawyerin 2000.

The lifers are Sunil Boidya,
Mondol, Arun Biswas, Amar Sarkar,
Basudeb Sarkar, Nripen Biswas, Binoy
Sarder, Joyonto Sardar, Tapos Biswas,
Birendra Nath, Pulin Biswas, Madhab
Biswas, Bhola Sardar, Gobinda Biswas,
Sudhangsu Mondol, Bidhan Mondol,
Dipak Sardar and Abdul Majid alias Malu.

The court also fined the convicts Tk
20,000 each, in default they are to suffer
anotheryearin jail.

According to the prosecution, a gang of

criminals swooped on Durgapada Mondol,
a lawyer of Khulna District Judge's Court,
while he was visiting his farm land at
Laudob village in Dakope upazila on
July 21, 2000, leaving him critically
injured.

Injured Durgapada was admitted to
Khulna Medical College Hospital where he
succumbed to his injures on the day.

On July 24, victim's nephew Tapan
Mondol filed a murder case with Dakope
Police Station. Charges were pressed against
the nine on November 6, 2005.

After examining the records and wit-
nesses, Judge Madina Begum of the District
Special and Sessions Judge's Court pro-
nounced the verdict.

At least 15 people were
injured in a clash between
the villagers and the men of
illegal sand lifter's at Jaaner
par in Saidpur upazila
vesterday.

The clash took place
when the villagers stopped
plying of sand-laden trolleys
on a local road, causing
damage.

Locals said an illegal sand
and earth lifting syndicate
has been extracting sand
from the River Kharkharia
with dredgers at Jaaner par
village for the last few days.

Several ditches devel-
oped on the road making it
difficult for locals due to
plying of heavy sand-laden
trolleys and power tillers.

Despite repeated pleas,
the sand lifters turned blind
eyes to the matter, said
Saidsur Rahman Sarker,
chairman of Botlagari union
parishad.

Yesterday noon, a vil-
lager, Moslemuddin, 55,
stopped a sand-laden trol-
ley, plying the road and
engaged in an altercation
with the driver and his
helpers.

As the news spread,

trolley owner Babu along
with his men rushed to the
spot and attacked the villag-
ers with bamboo sticks and
iron rods, triggering the
clash. At least 15 people
from both sides were
injured during the incident.
