More agro-journalism

courses suggested

Both public and private universities, which offer academic
programmes on journalism, mass communications and
agricultural education, need to incorporate specialised
courses on agriculture journalism and agriculture communi-
cations into the disciplines.

Panellists at a roundtable in the capital yesterday came
up with the observation.

They also urged the media to print and broadcast agricul-
tural issues more frequently with greater importance.

Despite being the mainstay of Bangladesh's economy,
agriculture is yet to get prominence it deserves in the media
and academic discourse, they noted.

Katalyst, a Swiss development project, and SoMaSHTe, a
media and communication focused organisation, jointly
organised the roundtable on “Pro-poor Agriculture: Role of
Media and Academia” at Dhaka University's Senate
Bhaban.

[Information Minister Hasanul Hag Inu and Dhaka
University Vice Chancellor Prof Dr AAMS Arefin Siddique
addressed the roundtable as chief and special guests respec-
tively, while Prof Dr M Golam Rahman moderated it.

Channel-i Director (News) and agriculture journalism
pioneer Shykh Seraj presented a keynote, while a good
number of media professionals, academicians and agricul-
turalists took part in the discussion.

[n his speech, the information minister put emphasis on
introducing agriculture journalism curriculum at univer-
sity-level education and putting agriculture news on main
segments of televisions' news bulletins.

Arefin Siddique stressed introducing an education
system where students would know about their environ-
ment, ecology, nature and agriculture from the very child-
hood.

Their upbringing will not remain confined to classroom
education only, said the DUVC.,

Imran was also asked to submit accounts of the dona-
tions he received directly from different people and organi-
sations during the movement within 15 days, he added.

Discussions were also held on creating a policy so that
representatives from different student bodies can serve as
spokesperson on a rotational basis, Basu said.

"But we did not have discussion about changing the
spokesperson immediately, as we believe such demands came
from groups that want to stall the movement, " said Baki.
