Diarrhoea

Heat, consumption of
contaminated
drinks key reasons

The number of diarrhoea patients has gone up sharply at the
International Centre for Diarrhoeal Disease Research,
Bangladesh over the last few days.

At least 414 patients were admitted to the ICDDR,B in the
capital in the first 15 hours yesterday.

Doctors at the hospital blame it on the sweltering heat
and consumption of contaminated water or drinks.

A total of 3,360 patients were treated at the hospital in
five days since April 15 with an average of 672 a day. The
number usually hovers between 300 and 325 a day, accord-
ing to ICDDR, B officials.

The number of diarrhoea patients usually goes up before
and after the rainy season, say doctors.

Hospital authorities had to engage more doctors and
staff to cope with the influx of patients, said Dr Pradip K
Bardhan, chief physician at the ICDDR, B.

"Many people unknowingly take contaminated food and
drink water or squash from roadside stalls in the scorching
heat, and suffer from diarrhoea,” he said.

Two-thirds of the patients recover within 12 to 24 hours
