Introduction :

Health is a fundamental right of the people. It is the immense responsibility of the doctors community
to ensure this right. That is why medical education is an important determinant of over all medical
service of the country. During the period of more than four decades various efforts of the total
participation of the government, Medical Scientists, Physician & Surgeons and the people of
Bangladesh for quality treatment has passed successfully.

The areas of worth mentioning development achieved in a war devastated country side by side to the
financial reorganization infrastructure development, technological quantity achievement & health care
delivery expansion is the development in quality & quantity of post graduates in medical field. Bangladesh
College of Physicians & Surgeons is the vanguard of Postgraduate Medical Education in Bangladesh.

This pioneer institution of Postgraduate medical education confer fellowship (FCPS) & membership
(MCPS) degree to specialists after completion of a rigorous training and education program along
with research activity under a definite course & curriculum prepared in the light of the Royel Colleges
of UK and after having successful in a laid out structured examination.

More than three-fourth of the specialists physicians & surgeons and the teachers serving in cities fo
remote rural areas both in public or private medical colleges, post-graduate medical Institute,
specialized hospitals, district and upazila hospitals are the degree holders of this College. Most of the
specialist doctors of Army Medical Core are also the product of this College. BCPS have been
instrumental in producing specialist physicians & surgeons of international standard, developing and
extending higher education in medical science in the Country. Today you will get hardly any corner of
the country where the specialist of the college are not working. Physicians and Surgeons who
obtained degree of this college are working efficiently in hospitals and Institutions in many countries of
the world. Because of their knowledge and skill, the name and fame of BCPS have spreaded beyond
the boundary of the country and entered the area of intemational sphere. This of course has become
possible due to the dedicated, progressive and efficient leadership of the Fellows of this College.

Health is the fundamental right of the people. Realizing the fact the Father of the Nation
Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman through his illuminated and unparallel leadership, farsighted,
visionary countless wisdoms and with the advice of the then specialist physicians & surgeons of the
country established this college by a Presidential order (President's order no. 63 of 1972) to fulfill the
demand of quality specialist physicians & surgeons and medical teachers of excellent standard.
Bangabandhu took a revolutionary step to reach the specialist medical care to the door step of the
common people leaving in rural areas through expansion of medical care to the districts, thanas and
villages. In war devastated Bangladesh, during post liberation period college activity was started
through an adhoq committee under the presidency of Professor Kazi Shamsul Hoque in 1972 to
produce specialist physicians & surgeons of international standard. Professor Kazi Shamsul Hoque &
National Professor Nurul Islam along with the other renowned medical teachers & spacialis}tuf that
time played vital role in the progress of the college. Just immediately after establishment 17 FCPS
examination was held in July 1972 in spite of countless limitations with the candidates of College of
Physicians & Surgeon of Pakistan who hail from the then East Pakistan. At that time the college office
which was functioning in a small room at the department of surgery, Dhaka Medical College as
eastern wing of CPSP, was shifted from Dhaka Medical College to the then IPGMR and continued till
Professor Md. Ibrahim took over the responsibility of the President of the college who shifted the
college from IPGMR to an abandoned house at Dhanmondi.

It was Professor M.A. Matin who after took over the responsibility of the President of the college in
1982 constructed the own building for the college at its own land at Mohakhali and shifted the college
from Dhanmondi to Mohakhali. Later on the college has gradually achieved its prosperity & reputation
by dint of the responsible & dynamic leadership of its renowned fellows and tiredless efforts of those
who were associated with the management.

Aims & Objects of the College :

(a) To promote specialist practice in all branches of medical science by securing improvement of
teaching and training in hospitals and hospital methods;

(b) To arrange post-graduate education and training in all specialties of medical science;

(c) To hold and conduct examinations for membership and admission to the Fellowship of the College.

(d) To provide for research

(e) To bring together the physicians, surgeons and other specialists periodically.

(f) To do all acts and things as it may consider necessary to carry out the purposes of the President's
Order No. 63 of 1972.

According to constitutions the college management is bestowed on a 20 (twenty) member council of
which 16 have been elected directly by the fellows among the fellows of the college as per rule for
four years. Remaining 4 councilors are nominated by the government from the fellows for four years.
In every 2 years 8 councilors are being elected. The councilors elect one President, one Senior Vice-
President, one Vice-President, one Treasurer and two members to form the executive committee. The
council appoint one secretary on definite terms and conditions as per rule laid down. All
administration and direction of the college lies upon the college council.

To help the college council for smooth running the college activities, council forms certain committees
as laid down in the constitution & other working committees & faculties. One of the unique
characteristics of the BCPS is all the councilors & Fellows of all the committees & faculties render
service to the college as a volunteer.

Throughout the year different activities are run in the college to fulfill the constitutional aims &
objectives. To keep pace with continuous development of medical science throughout the world BCPS
constantly updates its curriculum, training monitoring, program research and assessment procedures.
Week end basic science course is run by the college for its students regularly. BCPS arranges
teachers & trainers training workshop regularly throughout the year to keep the teachers & trainers
updated on medical education, conduction of training, conduction of research, Information technology,
assessment system etc. Besides these to improve the skills of various specialties college also
arrange teachers training workshop regularly for the teachers and trainers.

Simultaneously arrangement of training programme for the future fellows is one of the regular activities
of the college. BCPS skill development centre, IT centre are of intemational standard. Besides its own
effort college run various other training program in collaboration with Ethicon Medical Ltd. Bombay,
Liverpool school of Tropical Medicine, UK. American College of Surgeon, King Fahad Medical City, KSA.
collaboration with American College of Cardiology & other similar institute is in the process.

From its inception to present time, this College has developed and strictly maintained its own heritage.
The examination process of this college is indeed not only the most transparent, systematic and of the
highest standards among medical institutions but also among other educational institutions of
Bangladesh. From its inception all examinations of this college have been held on a fixed pre-announced
date in two sessions annually-on the first working day of January and July and results are published
within one hour of completion of each examination. Till date that schedule has neither been disrupted nor
has any examination failed to be taken on time. This is a matter of pride for the college. Experienced and
qualified team of examiners and teachers oversee and ensure that the environment & conditions of the
examination hall and its surrounding, examination material and the method of examining a candidate is
being done unbiasedly and adhering to international standards. Regular presence of examiners from
USA, UK, Ireland, Singapure, Malaysia, Saudia Arabia, India, Pakistan, SriLanka, Myanmar and Nepal
among other countries ensures an international standard of the examination.

The examinations of the college is guided by certain quality control safety measures, the aim of which
is to ensure highest health care security which is the minimum expectation of a treatment seeker. As
a result the examiner while examining a candidate remain alert only to quality assurance-there
remains no scope to dwell on the percentage of pass.
