Clash over irrigation of boro
field, one killed, 9 hurt

A farmer, who was seriously
injured in a clash over
irrigation of a boro field at
LIttara Shashi village in
Sadar upazila on Monday,
died at Rangpur Medical
College and Hospital yes-
terday.

The deceased was identi-
fied as Momtaj Ali, 50, a
resident of the village, said
locals.

Earlier, a boro farmer,
Anwar Hossain, 45, of
the area, wanted to take

water from a nearby
canal of Teesta Irrigation
project passing through
the village to his boro
field at a distance from
the canal by making
earthen drain.

Due to this, he wanted to
dig the drain through land
of Momtaj as the latter's
land was standing on the
way.

But Momtaj Ali did not
give his consent to dig the
drain through his land as it
would hamper his existing
boro paddy.

On Monday morning,
Anwar Hossain and his
men came to dig the canal
but they were resisted by
Momtaj Ali and his sup-
porters, triggering the
clash.

At this, 10 people, includ-
ing Momtaj Ali, his wife
Arjina Begum, 45, sons
Azizul, 15, and Harimul, 13,
from both sides sustained
injuries.

Of them, Momtaj suc-
cumbed to his injuries at
the hospital yesterday
noon.
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Mother charge sheeted
for killing daughters

mother for killing her two

Abdur Razzak, sub-
inspector and investigation
officer (I0) of the case
submitted the charge sheet
against Salma Parvin, 35,
wife of Faridul Islam, an
executive officer of City
Bank's Raja Bazar branch in
Bogra town.

According to the case
statement, Parvin strangled
her two daughters--
Fahmida Upama, 7, and
Taslima Islam, 3, and kept
the bodies under water in a
tub in a bathroom on March
2,2014.

Later, she went out of her
house and tried to commit
suicide by jumping before a
running truck at Banana
Intersection of the city,
only to left her critically

Salma Parvin
injured.

Following a case filed by
Rezaul Karim, uncle of the
victims, with Bogra Sadar
Police Station on the same
day, police arrested Parvin
while undergoing treat-
ment at Shaheed Ziaur
Rahman Medical College
and Hospital on March 3,
20104,

Later, police produced
her before the Chief Judicial
Magistrate's Court where
she confessed to the killing
of her two daughters.

Transport workers swoop
on HSTU buses

Students block Dhaka-Dinajpur highway
protesting attack

Students of Hajee
Danesh Science and
Technology University
(HSTU) blocked Dhaka-
Dinajpur highway ves-
terday evening, protest-
ing an attack on five peo-
ple, including two stu-
dents, and three univer-
sity buses by the trans-
port workers.

The injured are Arif
Hossain and Raju, students
of HSTU, driver Tuku
Soren, helpers Moksed Ali
and Anwar Hossain. Of
them, Arif and Razu were
admitted to Dinajpur
Medical College and

Hospital.

Locals said the vehicles
of HSTU carrying the stu-
dents were coming to the
district town from the
campus at 5:30pm. As one
of the buses accidentally
hit a Dhaka-bound bus at
in Kalitola area, the trans-
port workers of the area
damaged the university
buses, leaving the five
injured.

At this, the victims took
shelter at the Dinajpur
police station but the law
enforcers remained inac-
tive, said Dr Shahadat
Hossain, student advisor of
HSTLI.

Despite repeated calls,

this correspondent could
not reach officer in-
charge Md Altaf Hossain
of the PS and Md Rafiq,
president of Dinajpur
Workers' Union, for their
comments over the inci-
dent as their phones
remained switched off.

As the news of violent
incident spread, the stu-
dents put up barricade on
the highway in front of
the wuniversity around
6:00pm, protesting the
attack.

The road communica-
tion remained suspended
in the area till filing of
this report at 8:00pm yes-
terday.
