as Koreans do not like gloomy faces,” he
told a press conference at a restaurant in
the capital. "Quitting job frequently in
search of better opportunity makes
Bangladeshi workers look less depend-
able for the employers.”

This year Bangladesh has a quota for
sending a maximum of 2,700 workers to
Korea, he said, but last year it sent only
1,300 though the quota was for 2,000 as
per employers' demand.

The EPS Centre run by Human
Resources Development Services of
Korea's government, also known as HRD
Korea, has so far facilitated 10,000 work-
ers' safe migration to Korea in seven years
since 2007, when the two countries
signed an EPS understanding, said Lee.

[t is one of the most transparent sys-
tems in the world for recruiting migrant

workers, guarding them against fraudu-
lence, forgery and deception by brokers,
he said. An aspirant should pay only
around US$800, including airfare, once
he gets a job through this arrangement, he
added.

The EPS Centre does not guarantee a
job but offers prospective workers to
Korean employers, who choose them as
per their requirements, he said. Korea's
labour law ensures equal privileges for
both local and migrant workers with a
minimum wage of $5 per hour, mandatory
health insurance and allowances for return-
ing home and retirement.

Currently, there are 12,000 Bangladeshi
workers in Korea, of them nearly 800 stay-
ing illegally, said Lee, adding that Korea's
government had suspended taking work-
ers from Vietnam for past one and a half
years due to illegal stay.
