RAPE OF WOMAN IN LALMONIRHAT

HC summons SP,
OC over 1naction

The High Court yesterday summoned superintendent of
police of Lalmonirhat and former officer-in-charge of the
district's Sadar Police Station for not taking appropriate
action over a rape incident after the January 5 polls.

The duo will have to appear before the court on June 3.

Asthmatic people can lead
active life with proper care

Asthmatic people, with proper scientific
treatment and management, can lead an active
life without facing any difficulty, said speakers
ataroundtable yesterday.

Creating widespread awareness about
asthma can lift the social stigma that is associ-
ated with asthma patients, they added.

The roundtable was organised at The Daily
Star Centre in the capital marking World Asthma
Day, observed on the first Tuesday of May:

Club Excel, an organisation building
social awareness on asthma, and Bangladesh
Lung Foundation (BLF) organised the
programme with the support of
GlaxoSmithKline (GSK).

Citing a 2010 survey conducted by BLE Kazi

Institute of Diseases of the Chest and Hospital,
said more than one crore people suffer from
breathing difficulties in Bangladesh.

Of them, more than half are children aged
between sixand 14, he added.

Asthmatic people are often allergenic to
flower pollen, smoke, dust, polluted air or any
powerful smell, he said, adding that if those are
avoided and proper medication is taken then
asthma attacks can be avoided.

He also urged people with breathing difficul-
ties to take extra precaution during winter as the
bodily components that trigger asthma attacks
become more active in winter.
