The BMDC urged doctors and dentists to
stay away from such practice if they are to
avoid facing cancellation of registration and
other punitive action.

Dr Arman Hossain, deputy registrar of
BMDC, said it was the responsibility of the
civil surgeons to execute the decision in
respective districts.

Talking to The Daily Star, Civil Surgeon
of Chittagong Dr Sarfaraj Khan Chowdhury
said they would take action against the
errant doctors from next month.

"With the advancement of
digitisation of financial
system, introduction of vari-
ous e-Services and e-
Commerce the cyber crimes
have emerged as a threat for
ensuring uninterrupted
online services,” Information
and Communication (ICT)
Secretary Md Nazrul Islam
Khan told the news agency.

He said setting up of a
separate cyber security
department has become
inevitable because of fre-
quent cyber attacks on the
websites and online system.

The ICT Division is mak-
ing a proposal relating to
establishment of a “"Cyber
Crimes Department” for
submitting it to the relevant
authorities, Khan added.
