These contracts will be jointly financed by ADB and the Government
of Bangladesh (GoB). The eligibility rules and procedures of the ADB will govern the
bidding process.

2. Dhaka Water Supply Sector Development Project herein referred as "the employer"
now invites sealed bids from eligible bidders for "Replacement of Deep Tube Wells™
for Dhaka WASA under Dhaka Water Supply Sector Development Project of DWASA.

3. Qualification criteria for bidders:

Average annual turnover: The minimum annual average turnover shall be US$ 4.2
M in last three years.

Contractual experience: The bidder must have successfully completed as a main
contractor within the last 5 (five) years, 02 (two) contracts of similar nature (each
contract must be of minimum USD 1.5 million) and complexity.

- Technical experience: Construction of Deep Tube Wells of average 7 DTW per year.
The DTWs should be in the range (Diam. Casing/Diam. Screen). 18"/6", 18"/8",
16"/6" and 16"/8".

Financial position: The bidder must have a positive net worth. The bidder shall
submit last 3 (three) year's audited financial statements for this purpose.

4. International competitive bidding will be conducted in accordance with ADB's Single-
Stage: Two-Envelope Bidding Procedure and is open to all bidders from eligible
source countries.

5. Interested eligible bidders may obtain further information from Dhaka Water Supply
Sector Development Project and inspect the bidding document during office hours at
the address given below, from 09:00 to 17:00.

6. The bidding document, in the English language, may be purchased by interested
bidders on the submission of a written application to the address below and upon
payment of a non-refundable fee of BDT 5000.00 or US$ 75.00. The method of
payment will be Demand Draft or Pay Order in favour of '‘Dhaka Water Supply Sector
Development Project'. The document can be either: (a) picked up by the bidder or its
representative from the employer's office, or (b) sent by the employer to the bidder by
mail, and for this purpose, the bidder is to pay the cost of the mail to the employer. No
liability will be accepted for loss or late delivery.

7. The employer will arrange a pre-bid meeting on 03 June 2014 at 11:00am. If the
prospective bidder requests, the employer will issue a letter of invitation to support a
visa application on behalf of the bidder up to one week before the pre-bid meeting
date.
