The Government of the People’s Republic of Bangladesh (GoB) has currently applied for
an ODA loan from the Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA) towards the cost of
Matarbari Ultra Super Critical Coal-Fired Power Project (the Project) at Matarbari area
under Moheshkhali Upazila in Cox's Bazar District including the cost of this consulting
service. The project will comprise of (1) construction of port and harbour for coal
unloading, (2) 2x600MW Ultra Super Critical (USC) coal fired power plants, (3) 400kV
transmission lines from Matarbari to Anowara, (4) about 37km access road construction
from Chittagong-Cox's Bazar National Highway to plant site, and (5) Electrification of
Matarbari area. The Roads and Highways Department (RHD) will implement the above
No. (4) access road construction component (the Component). This invitation of
Expression of Interest (EOI) is for the consulting services for detailed design and
construction supervision of the component. The tentative duration of the consultancy
services is 5 years. The component mainly consists of new construction of about 4
kilometer road, rehabilitation of about 13 kilometer road, repair of about 20 kilometer
road, construction of an approximately 640 meter Pre-stressed Concrete Bridge and 2
jetties.
The alignment of access road goes sequentially through Ekata Bazar (about 93 km from
Chittagong of Chittagong-Cox's Bazar Road, N1), Pekua Bazar Eidmoni Intersection,
Janata Bazar, Yunuskhali Bazar and the power plant crossing the river Kohelia (Route
map in Annexure-1 available in the websites of RHD, Central Procurement Technical Unit
(CPTU) & Coal Power Generation Company of Bangladesh Limited (CPGCBL) and the
Office of Project Coordinator). The access road will be utilised for the purposes of
transport of necessary equipment, materials and concerned stakeholders involved in the
construction of the project. It will be also utilised as an important community road. The
component is expected to be completed by August 2020.
