On June 12 1n 1996,
Kalpana Chakma, the then
organising secretary of HWTF,
was kidnapped from her
house in Baghaichhari
upazila allegedly by some
security personnel.

Eighteen years into the
incident, the government
failed to properly investi-
gate the abduction case and
bring the culprits to book,

not say whether she was still
alive, they said.

Kalindi Kumar Chakma,
elder brother of Kalpana, had
filed a case with
Baghaichhari police station
in this connection, accusing
three people on the same day
of the abductionin 1996.

Jorita Chakma, president
of CHT Mohila Samity, Sajib
Chakma, assistant informa-
tion secretary of PC]SS,
central body, Rimita
Chakma, secretary of HWE,
Jewel Chakma, general
secretary of PCP, central
unit, among others, spoke.

In Bandarban, leaders of
the two hill organisations
held a rally in the district
town yesterday, demanding
fresh investigation into the
abduction and killing of
Kalpana Chakma, reports
our correspondent,

They also brought out a
procession in the town in
favour of their demand.

Litchi traders try to woo customers at Mogholhat Railway Gate area of Lalmonirhat town,
but the delicious summer fruitis no longer in demand this season as people in general are
too afraid to consume it, in view of the harmful effects of formalin, now widely used for

preservation of the perishable item.

Litchi traders at a loss
for want of buyers

Popular summer fruit litchi does not attract
customers in the district any more as the
item is mostly treated with formalin.

Amid serious price fall due to the situa-
tion, around 500 litchi traders at different
fruit markets in the district are facing huge
losses this season, said fruit trader Nazir Ali
at Bhadai market in Aditmari upazila.

"We have to sell litchi for lower than the
buying prices. A bundle of 100 pieces of
high quality litchi is selling for Tk 120 to
150 against last year's rate of Tk 400,
medium quality for Tk 80 to 90 against Tk
250 and low quality for Tk 40 to 45 against
Tk 150," said Rafique Miah, a fruit trader
from Shahitari village in Lalmonirhat Sadar.

"I purchased litchis from four orchards
for Tk 2.50 lakh but I sold it for only Tk 1.20
lakh. The same business last year had
brought me profit of Tk 2 lakh, " said Arshad

Hossain, a trader at Mogholhat Railway
Gate fruit market in Lalmonirhat town.

He admitted that some unscrupulous
traders use formalin in the fruit to earn
windfall profit.

“I invested Tk 3 lakh in litchi trading this
year with the hope of earning at least Tk 2
lakh but I am counting losses. We are selling
formalin-free litchi here but the customers
don't believe us,"” said litchi trader Mofazzal
Hossain at the same market.

"After learning from TV and newspaper
reports that formalin, which poses serious
health hazard, especially for children, is
applied to all the fruits, we are now too
afraid to eat seasonal delicacies like litchi,"
said Raisul Islam at Mission Intersection
fruit market in the town.

Several others including Majedul Islam,
Mahfuz Sazu, Ashigur Rahman and Abu
Hasnat Rana echoed the same.
