Pakistan
condemns US
drone strikes

Pakistan yesterday con-
demned the first LIS drone
strikes on its soil this year
despite suspicions the two
countries coordinated over
the attack in the aftermath
of a Taliban siege of
Karachi airport.

The strikes took place over
Wednesday night and early
yesterday morning, killing at
least 16 militants in the
North Waziristan tribal
district that lies on the
Afghan border, in the first
such attacks since December.

They came in the same
week as the Taliban claimed
responsibility for an all-night
siege of Karachi airport that
left 37 dead including 10
attackers, shredding a
nascent peace process and
placing pressure on
Islamabad to react decisively.

The foreign office 1ssued
a tersely worded statement
condemning the strikes as
"a violation of Pakistan’s
sovereignty and territorial
integrity. Additionally,
these strikes have a negative
impact on the govern-
ment's efforts to bring
peace and stability in
Pakistan and the region."

A foreign office spokes-
woman told AFP that
rumours of Pakistan
requesting the attack were
"speculation”.

But a senior retired
diplomat who is familiar
with tribal affairs told AFP:
“The government must
have consented to this
attack. It could not have
happened without that."

Musharraf allowed to leave Pakistan

Pakistan's government was yesterday
ordered to lift a travel ban on former
military ruler Pervez Musharraf in a
court decision that could draw a line

for imposing emergency rule in 2007 --
since he returned to Pakistan last year
to contest elections, stoking tensions
between civilian authorities and the
powerful military.

His exit from Pakistan could help
ease those tensions at a time when the
country is fighting a resurgent Taliban
following a brazen attack on Karachi's
airport this week that left dozens dead.

Presiding judge Muhammad Al

Mazhar of the Sindh High Court in
Karachi said the ban "placing the
name of retired General Pervez
Musharraf on the Exit Control List is
struck down.”

"The operation of the judgement is
suspended for 15 days so that the
respondent (the government) may file
appeal before the Supreme Court."

Musharraf has said he wants the
travel ban lifted so he can visit his sick
mother in Dubai, but many in Pakistan
see it as a ruse to flee the country and
avoid the litany of criminal cases dat-
ing back to his 1999-2008 rule.

But his lawyer Farogh Naseem said:
"Musharraf does not want to live like a
convicted man. If he is allowed to leave
Pakistan, he will come back whenever
he is needed.”

The 70-year-old former commando
has been staying with his daughter in
Karachi since April, where he travelled
for tests at a navy-run hospital.

He has been undergoing medical
treatment since January, when he was
rushed to hospital after suffering heart
problems on his way to court for a
hearing.

Nepal PM to
undergo cancer

tests 1n US

Nepalese Prime Minister
Sushil Koirala will travel to
the United States next week
to determine whether he is
suffering from cancer or
tuberculosis, after doctors
detected a spot on his lungs,
his physician said yesterday.

The 75-year-old under-
went surgery for tongue
cancer eight years ago, before
routine tests conducted this
week showed a "patch” on
his lungs, according to
Karbirnath Yogi, head of the
respiratory and critical unit at
Kathmandu's Teaching
Hospital.

"We have conducted
many tests in Kathmandu,
many of which suggest the
patch could be due to
tuberculosis, but the radiol-
ogist says it is a case of
malignancy and lung can-
cer," Yogi told AFP.

"In order to rule out
cancer and start treatment for
tuberculosis, the prime min-
ister will see a lung specialist
at a US hospital on the 19th
of June," Yogi added.

Koirala, who was a
habitual cigarette smoker
until the tongue cancer
diagnosis, will see doctors
at New York's Memorial
Sloan-Kettering Cancer
Center, where he under-
went surgery in 2006, said
Yogi, who has been the
prime minister's personal
doctor for a decade.

The prime minister, who
heads the Nepali Congress
party, took office in February.

Indian police 'gang-
rape woman after
she fails to pay bribe’

An Indian woman has said she was gang-raped by four
officers at a police station, the latest in a string of sex
attacks in the state of Uttar Pradesh.

The woman said she was attacked when she went to the
station overnight on Monday in the Hamirpur district to
seek her husband's release.

"At 11.30pm when there was no one in the room the
sub-inspector took me to his room and raped me inside
the police station," the woman told CNN-IBN.

She filed a complaint with a senior officer on
Wednesday over the attack, which allegedly occurred
when she refused to pay a bribe to secure the release of her
husband. Virendra Kumar Shekhar, a police official from
Hamirpur, said: "The procedure will be followed. The
victim has filed a complaint and the guilty will be arrested
soon.”

Sub-inspector Balbir Singh said a criminal case had
been lodged against four officers from the station.

The case is the latest in a string of rapes and murders in
Littar Pradesh, India's most populous state, where the
chief minister, Akhilesh Yadav, is under growing political
pressure over his handling of law and order.

Last month, two girls, aged 12 and 14, were gang-raped
and lynched in their village. They were attacked after
going into a field to relieve themselves at night because
they did not have a lavatory at home.

Their families refused to cut the bodies down from the
tree for hours in protest, saying police had failed to take
action against the attackers because the girls were from a
low caste.
