Kerry pushes for unity

Pro-government forces held off attacks on a key Iragi town
and oil refinery as John Kerry pushed yesterday for unity
against a militant onslaught the UN says left over 1,000
dead.

But security forces successes, also including retaking a
border crossing with Syria, were marred by air strikes that
killed civilians as they seek to push back insurgents led by
the [slamic State of Iraq and the Levant who have seized
swathes of five provinces north and west of Baghdad.
