Flood hits four upazilas
in Moulvibazar

1000 families marooned, Monu and Dholai rivers
flowing over danger mark

The low-lying areas in Sadar,
Rajnagar, Kulaura and
Kamalganj upazilas of the
district have been inundated
due to heavy rain for the last
one week and onrush of
water from hills across the
border.

Control room officials of
Water Development Board
(WDB) said around 1,000
families of the char areas of

the four upazilas have been
marooned.

The water levels of

Monu and Dholai rivers
are flowing over the dan-
ger levels and at least 25
embankments of the two
rivers are on the verge of
collapse.

Nazmul Haque, chair-
man of Kamarchak Union
Parishad (UP) in Rajnagar
upazila said floodwaters
have entered many villages
of the union, affecting at
least 300 families.

On information, WDB
officials visited the spot but
did not take any measures

to protect the dykes, he
added.

Locals said, the homeless
people have taken shelter on
nearby flood protection
embankments and other
safer places. They are living
under the open sky and
facing crisis of food and
pure drinking water.

Over 200 families in
Minarai, Kunagaon,
Nondogram, Chanpur,
Jogonnathpur, Dhupatila,
Dokhin Potonusar villages
have been marooned in the
low-lying areas, said Selim
Uddin Chowdhury, chair-
man of Potanusar UP in
Kamalganjupazila.

Md Jahidul Islam,
Upazila Nirbahi Officer
in Kamalganj said about
300 families from differ-
ent villages of the upazila
have been affected by the
flood.

Syed Bazlul Karim, dep-
uty divisional engineer of
WDB in Moulvibazar said
at least 25 dykes in
Sharifpur union in Kulaura
upazila, Monumukh union
in Sadar upazila and
Potonusar union in
Kamalgan] upazila are at
risk.
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Bailey bridge
collapses in

Road communication
between Dhaka and Singair
upazila has been snapped as
a bailey bridge over a canal
at Bhumdakkhin village in
the upazila collapsed on
Tuesday midnight.

The bridge collapsed at
midnight on Tuesday when
an overloaded stone-laden
truck was crossing it. A pick-
up van that was crossing the
bridge at the same time also
fell into the canal.

At least five people,
including the driver and
helper of a stone-laden
truck, were injured.

Local farmers said they
are facing immense trouble
to supply their vegetables to
the capital city due to the
disruption of road commu-
nication. They supply at
least 150 truck loads of
vegetable to Dhaka every-
day, locals said.

Mizanur Rahman, a local
college student said the
same bridge had also col-
lapsed some five years back,
but the authorities concern
reconstructed the bridge
using the materials of the
old one.

Abidur Rahman Roman,
chairman of Singair Upazila
Parishad said four more
such bridges on Manikganj-
Singair-Dhaka road are in a
dilapidated state and may
collapse any time.
