2 killed in 'crossfire'

Police say criminals killed them; wife alleges foul play

Two alleged muggers were killed in a
“shootout” between criminals and
detective police in Motijheel early

yesterday, claimed police.
The wife of one of the deceased

claimed that there was no shootout
and that her husband was most proba-
bly picked up by law enforcers the
evening before.

been looking for deceased Ramzan Ali,
who has 93 criminal cases filed against
him, and Rakib Hossain Agmal, with
six cases filed against him recently.

According to the case filed in con-
nection with the deaths, the detectives
stumbled upon the two while on
patrol. It said the deceased muggers
along with a gang of five to six people
were waiting to ambush people in
front of T&T School and College in
Motijheel around 2:45am.

In the words of the detectives, the
criminals started firing at police and
the law enforcers retaliated. Ramzan
and Aqmal were killed by the crimi-
nals' gunfire during the shootout, the
case statement read.

However, sources at Dhaka Medical
College morgue said the two had been
shot in the head and chest from the
front at close range, not from behind.

How they got
leaked stays
unknown

Probe body points at two subjects

The question paper of mathematics part-II at this year's HSC
exams under Dhaka Education Board had also leaked out, a
government inquiry committee probing the leak of English-
Il question paper has found.

The committee got samples of the two leaked question
papers in Faridpur district.

The printed questions of English-11 were leaked out from
Nagarkanda while those of mathematics-11 were handwrit-
ten and leaked from Faridpur Sadar, according to the probe
body report submitted to the education minister yesterday.

The deadline of the report submission was extended twice.

The high-powered committee, however, could not iden-
tify the specific source of the leak or the persons involved.

"It is not possible for an administrative committee to
find out the exact source or the people behind it," commit-
tee chief Sohrab Hossain told The Daily Star.

A person was caught red handed in Faridpur with the
leaked question paper of math-II, he said and added that law
enforcers can locate the source if they investigate the detainee.
