Flash flood hits 19 villages
in Lalmonirhat

The onrush of water from
hills across the border
triggered a flash flood at 19
villages in Teesta River basin
areas under five upazilas of
the district on Monday
night.

Over 5,000 people of the
affected villages have
remained marooned since
early yesterday as flood
water submerged their
houses.

The flood-hit villages
are South Dahagram,
Mahimpara, and
Angarpota in Patgram
upazila; Goddimari, Char

Dowani, Char Sindurna,
Char Dawabari, and
Paruliya wvillages under
Hatibandha upazila; Char
Votmari, Char Sholmari
and Jamirbari villages in
Kaliganj upazila; Char
Gobordhan, Char Narsing
and Kutirpar villages in
Aditmari upazila; and
Char Harinchara, Char
Kalmati, Char Milonbazar,
Char Khuniyagachh and
Char Tajpur in
Lalmonirhat Sadar
upazila,

Most of the houses of the
villages have been flooded
and more than 3,000 peo-
ple have taken shelter on

roads and the embankment
of Water Development
Board (WDB). The affected
people face acute crises of
food and pure drinking
water.

Water Development
Board office sources said the
Teesta was flowing eight
centimeters above the
danger level. The river has
started swelling due to
onrush of water from
upstream as all gates of
Gajoldoba Barrage in India
are kept open, sources
added.

Hamidul Islam and
Jarina begum of
Gobordhan village in

Hatibandha wupazila and
Delowar Hossain, Belal
Hossain of Sholmari village
in Kaliganj upazila told this
correspondent that though
there was no rain, the water
level in the Teesta marked a
sudden rise on Monday
night.

Executive Engineer
Mahbubur Rahman at
WDB Dalia office said the
Teesta was flowing 25
centimetres above the
danger mark on Monday
night. The water level came
down yesterday and the
river was flowing eight
centimeters above the
danger level at noon,
