Request for Expressions of Interest
(EOI) for Consultant Services for

Mid-term Survey under Second Local
Governance Support Project (LGSP-II)
(Contract Package No. S-48)

The Government of the People's Republic of Bangladesh has

received a credit (IDA Credit No. 5019-BD) towards the cost of the

Second Local Governance Support Project (LGSP-Il) from the

International Development Association (IDA). The Local Government

Division (LGD) of the Ministry of Local Government, Rural

Development and Cooperatives (MLGRD&C) has initiated the

implementation of LGSP Il and intends to apply part of the proceeds

of this credit towards the eligible payments under the contract for

Consultant Services for Mid-term Survey.

2. The scope of work of the Mid-term Survey will support the
assessment of the following areas: (a) Progress in achieving the
targets of the results indicators as presented in the Resulis
Framework; (b) Participation - extent of inclusion of citizens
and other stakeholders in identification, selection and
implementation of Union Parishad (UP) schemes; (c)
Accountability and transparency in UPs - how officials and
representatives interact with citizens and how citizens hold
officials responsible for policies and decisions; (d} Service
delivery at the UP level — quality and timeliness of public
services provided by the UPs; (e) Public disclosure — amount
and nature of information offered freely to the public and extent
of community awareness on UP programs and activities; (f) UP
administration -- people's perception of improvement and
efficiency in the operation and management of UPs; (g)
Financial management -- institutionalization of Financial
Management (FM) practices in UPs; (h) Utilization of
Performance Block Grants (PBGs) and Basic Block Grants
(BBGs) (e.g. compliance with prescribed 30% allocation of
PBGs and BBGs for schemes that benefit women, and 10% for
hiring technical expertise); (i) Effective participation of District
Facilitators (DFs) in governance improvement activities for UPs;
(j) Efficiency in project execution: i. compliance with Operational
Manual, ii. compliance with project procurement guidelines, iii.
compliance with project social and environmental safeguards
policies, & iv. timely disbursement of PBGs and BBGs.

3. The firm responsible for the Mid-term Survey is expected to do
the followings:

(a) Develop, in close cooperation with LGD and World Bank
(WB), a survey methodology and instrument for
households, UP chairmen, members and staff, and other
relevant stakeholders at the Union level in line with the
baseline survey to find out the improvement therein. The
survey will include Upazila level public officials and other
stakeholders.

(b) Develop, in close cooperation with LGD and WB, a
sampling framework for identifying UPs that will be included
in the survey. The UP sample will include three types of
UPs: (i) UPs that are part of LGSP-2 as well as of Union
Parishad Governance Project (UPGP); (ii) UPs that are part
of LGSP-2 Project (Non-UPGP); and (i) UPs selected for
third party monitoring. The sample size of UPs will be in the
order of 10,000 households over a subset of approximately
500 Union Parishads. The sampling strategy for both Union
Parishads and households will be developed by the firm in
consultation with LGD and WB. Details of survey
methodology and sampled sites will be shared with LGD,
IDA & others.

(c) Develop methods to obtain information from UP Secretary
on key fiscal, administrative and political aspects of UP
functioning, as well as other key information from
communities about the location and functionality of public
facilities created under LGSP I, their date of construction
and costs. This will be combined with the generation of
maps of the sampled communities fo be used for drawing
the household sample. The method used will be by small
focus groups and participatory assessments including
questionnaires to interview households heads, UP
chairman-secrefary, Upazila engineer, DF, UNO & DDLG
(Deputy Director Local Government).

(d) Inspect recently constructed public infrastructure and
measure length, width and depth of roads where possible.
Also examine the construction materials of roads, buildings,
small water systems and small infrastructure such as
culverts and drainage channels.

(e) Present draft report in a national seminariworkshop
organized by LGSP-Il & LGD.

4. The LGD of the MLGRD&C now invites eligible firms to submit

their Expressions of Interest (EOI) for providing the required
services. Interested firms must submit information with
documentary evidences in support of the requirements
described below, indicating that they are qualified to perform the
services (brochures, description of assignments of similar
nature, experience in similar conditions, availability of
appropriate skills among the staff, etc.). The EQOls would be
reviewed on the basis of the followings to prepare a short list:
- Registration of Consultant (firm)
- Age of the Consultant (firm) in business
- Availability of key professionals
- Availability of resources
- Experience of the Consultant (firm) in similar task
- Experience of the Consultant (firm) in other works

- Support services of the Consultant (firm)

5. Consultants (firms) may associate to enhance their qualification,

but should mention whether the association is in the form of a
"joint-venture® or of "sub-consultancy”. In the case of an
association, all members of such "association” should have real
and well-defined inputs to the assignment and in such
"association”, it is preferable to limit the total number of firms
including the associates to a maximum of four.

6.  Firms will be selected using the Quality & Cost Based Selection

(QCBS) method in accordance with the World Bank's
Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants under
IBRD Loans and IDA Credits and Grants by World Bank
Borrowers (January 2011 version). It is expected that the
assignment will commence by October, 2014 and completed by
December, 2014.

7. Interested firms may obtain further information from the office of

the undersigned during office hours on working days. The
authority reserves the right to accept or reject any or all EOls
received without assigning any reason thereof.

8. The EOQIs should be clearly marked "Expressions of Interest

(EQI} for Consultant Services for Mid-term Survey under
Second Local Governance Support Project (LGSP-I) (Contract
Package No. S-48)" and submitted in (two sets) in sealed
envelopes to the address given below by July 21, 2014, within
02:00pm.

9. EOIs received after the deadline will not be considered for

short-listing. The Local Government Division of the Ministry of
Local Government, Rural Development and Cooperatives will
not be responsible for any delay in submission of EOls including
delay due to postal or any other reason whatsoever.
