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[llegal three-wheelers
ply highways in full
view of authorities

Over a lakh locally made improvised three-
wheelers, commonly known as human
haulers, are plying the highways of 10 south-
western districts under Khulna division
illegally, thanks to the indifference of the
authorities concerned.

Earlier the High Court issued a ban on
plying of human haulers on highways as
such vehicles have mechanical flaws and
often cause accidents.

The wvehicles, having wvarieties like
'Nasimon', 'Karimon', and Bhotbhoti, are
without any license, fitness certificate and
road permit, and often run by illiterate,
untrained and underage drivers.

A sort of lenience is shown when they run
in the village roads.

However, due to lax vigilance by the
administration, such wvehicles often find
ways on the highways and in urban areas,
posing risk of serious accidents.

"My right leg had to be cut off as a human
hauler knocked my bike head-on at Pirojpur bus
stand in Kaliganj upazila. 1 earnestly request the

authorities to stop movement of such unfit
vehicles on the highways, " said Khashru Zaman.

Although there is no specific statistics,
sources including officials of Bangladesh Road
Transport Authority, garage owners, drivers and
its 'inventor' said around 1.50 lakh human
haulers are plying the roads in Khulna division.

Abdur Rashid of Daulatpur upazila in
Kushtia, who claims to have invented the
vehicle in 1995, said now such a vehicle costs
Tk 95 thousand and it sees increasing demand.

Thousands of human haulers are plying
the highways under the nose of law enforc-
ers although running of unlicensed vehicles
is illegal, said Sheikh Selim Box, assistant
director of Jhenidah BRTA office.

Environmentalist Ataur Rahman Miton said
usual sound tolerance level of human being is
75 decibels while the improvised three-wheelers
create 120/130decibels of sound.

SM  Moniruzzaman, deputy inspector
general of police in Khulna, said, "Plying of
human haulers on highways must be stopped
as per direction of the High Court. I have
directed the SPs in ten districts to launch drive
againstillegal and unfit vehicles.”
