- Contractual Experience: Participation in at least two contracts that has been successfully or substantially completed within the last three
years (2010-2011, 2011-2012 and 2012-2013) and that is similar to the proposed works, where the value of the bidder's participation
exceeds BDT 15.44 million.

- Technical Experience: Construction of Building including Electrical and Mechanical components having a RCC underground water
