Two children drown

Two children drowned in Banliadangi and Pirganj
upazilas of the district yesterday.

Meanwhile, the body
of Quamrul Islam, 8, son of Md Sabuj of Birholi village,
and a Class-1 student at Birholi Government Primary
School in Pirganj upazila was found floating in a nearby
pond after he went to take a dip around 11:00am.

Tremors jolt Rangpur

Two moderate tremors measuring 4.4 and 4.2 on the
Richter Scale jolted different areas of Rangpur city and its
adjacent areas early yesterday. The quakes occurred at
4:58am and 5:35am (BST) and lasted for 15 and 10 sec-
onds respectively, Met office sources said. The epicentre
of the quake was located in Dhubri (Assam) of India,
about 347 kilometres northwest of Dhaka. However,
there were no immediate reports of casualties or damage.

2 missing in trawler capsize

said the two labourers fell in the river when a sand-laden
tug-boat hit the trawler in the mid Surma, while they
were returning to their homes around 10:30pm.

BGB trades fire with smugglers

An alleged gang of Yaba smugglers engaged in a gun
battle with Border Guard Bangladesh (BGB) in Teknaf
upazila of the district on Tuesday night.

EXTORTION CASE AGAINST 2 LINESMEN

REB employees on strike
disrupting power supply

Class three and class four
employees of Dinajpur
Palli Bidyut Samity-1 began
an indefinite strike yester-
day, protesting filing of an
extortion case against two
linesmen by a villager in
Biral upazila.

Smooth power supply in
some areas of Biral upazila
is being hampered due to
the strike.

The employees gathered
at the entrance to Palli
Bidyut Samity-1 office at
Uttar Ghosaipur village in
Dinajpur Sadar upazila in

found an illegal power
connection at the house of
one Motfiz Uddin at
Maapukur village in the
upazila in May this year and
informed Md Shah
Razzakur Rahman, deputy
general manager of the
samity, of the matter.

Instead of taking action
against Mofiz Uddin, the
DGM and two engineers,
Harun and Abdul Kalam, of
the office just informed him
about the complaint filed by
the two linesmen.

Mofiz tiled an extortion
case against the two lines-
men with Biral Police

meeting on Tuesday and
decided to go an indefinite
from Wednesday morning,
demanding withdrawal of
the 'false' case against the
two linesmen of Biral office
under Palli Bidyut Samity-1
and their release from jail.

Bodies of 3
youths found
near rail line

Police recovered the
bodies of three young
men, cut into pieces,
besides the railway tracks
near Noapara Rail
Station in Madhabpur
upazila of Habiganj yes-
terday morning.

Of the deceased, two
were identified as Shipon
Mia, 25, son of Rais Mia,
and Bhutto alias Butla, 28,
son of Nannu Mia of
Tengaduba village of the
upazila, which is about
half a kilometre away from
the spot.

The identity of another
victim, aged around 30,
could not be ascertained
till filing of this report
around 6:30pm.,

Sub-Inspector Osmani
Gani, also in-charge of
Shaistaganj Railway police
outpost, said locals spot-
ted the blood-stained
pieces of their bodies lying
along the railway tracks
around 9:00am, and
informed police.

Criminals might have
stabbed the trio to death
some time on Tuesday
night and dumped their
bodies on the rail tracks as
a mobile phone set was
also found near the bod-
ies, added the SI.

Rais Mia, father of
Shipon, alleged that a
neighbour called his son
out of his house on
Tuesday midnight and
since then he did not
return home, said Md
Abdul Based, officer in-
charge of Madhobpur
Police Station.

A beastly bite

With cheek badly torn due to biting of a neighbouring
youth over family rivalry, a girl is groaning in pain at
Domar upazila health complex.

Earlier several unpleasant incidents occurred between
the families of Manik Das and neighbour Sultan Ali of
Chhoto Rauta village in Domar upazila under
Nilphamari district as both of them claimed the owner-
ship of a local unrecorded road, locals said.

On Tuesday noon, the two families locked in a clash
that left six people hurt.

During the time, Saddam Hossain, 22, son of Sultan
Ali, started beating the 18-year-old daughter of Manik
Das, and the girl spat on his face.

A turious Saddam bit the cheek of the girl, tearing oft
flesh.

She was rushed to Domar upazila health complex.

Visiting the health complex yesterday, this correspon-
dent saw the gir]l suffering from high fever with severe
pain.

She demanded approprate punishment to the crimi-
nal for the brutality.

"It will take time to recover from her serious injury.
Afterwards help from a plastic surgeon will be needed to
remove her injury marks,” said Mostaqur Rahman,
upazila health and family officer of Domar.

The victim's father Manik Das lodged a case with
Domar police station accusing Saddam and five others.

Shafiqul Islam, officer in charge of Domar Police
Station, said they were trying to arrest the criminals.
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
