Fulhari village mourns
victims of bus-train

collision

An eerie calm shrouds Fulhari village of
Jhenidah's Shailkupa as people mourn the
11 people, who died when the bus carrying
them home from a wedding ceremony was
crushed by a train on Friday.

Though two days have passed since the
tragedy, those who have lost their near ones
remain dumbfounded. Their tears have run dry.

The bodies have been cremated.

Now worries engulf the families of the 60
people injured in the tragic accident, espe-
cially of those in critical condition.

Four of the critically injured have been

shifted to Dhaka.

Ripon Kumar, 34, was kept at the intensive
care unit (ICU) of a Dhanmondi hospital.
"Ripon is a college teacher. It is not possi-
ble for his family to bear the hospital
.. We request the government and
individuals to help us,” said Ripon's :

FUGITIVE KILLERS OF BANGABANDHU

No headway in move
to bring them back

There has been no significant headway in
bringing home the six fugitive killers of
Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman as
the government has apparently made no
serious efforts to thatend.

A taskforce, which was formed comprising
law, home, and foreign ministry officials in
2010 to bring back the fugitive convicts from
abroad, has met only twice in last 21 months.

The last meeting of the taskforce was held
on April 9 this year at the law ministry with-
out placing any report of major develop-
ments, insiders said. Before that, the

taskforce held its meeting on November 21,
2012,

Law Minister Anisul Hug, who heads the
taskforce, told The Daily Star before the Eid-
ul-Fitr that groundwork was being done to
bring back the fugitive killers and they had
already made some “headway”,

He however refused to elaborate on the
“headway” and only said the government
had found out the whereabouts of the
abscondingkillers.

The convicts might change their location
if their whereabouts were disclosed, the
minister added.

7 killed as truck
falls into ditch

At least seven people were killed and four others injured
when a truck plunged into a roadside ditch in
Golakandail area of Rupganj upazila, Narayanganj, last

night.

The identities of the dead could not be known immedi-

ately, police said. All of the seven were males,

The vegetable-laden truck was on its way to Chittagong
from Noagoan. Around 11:00pm, it lost control on Bhulta-
Gazipur highway and fell into the ditch, said Asaduzzaman,

officer-in-charge of Rupganj Police Station.

Around a dozen men, some women and children were

on board, he said.

All of them were poor and worked in Chittagong. They
were returning to their workplace from village homes after
eid holidays, the OC said, adding that they chose truck for a

cheap travel to the port city.

The injured were sent to different hospitals for treat-

ments.

Police were carrying out rescue operation and trying
to find out the details about the victims as of 1:30am

today.
