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Man suffers 70 days
of detention in false
abduction case

Boy shown as victim arrested
in Panchagarh

Police arrested a teenage boy in Panchagarh district town
Thursday night after it was revealed that his father had filed
a false abduction case against the boy's former employer
and co-workers in Gazipur, in which one had been detained
in jail for over two months,

Selim Rana, 15, the son of Jahidul Islam of Chaklahat
village in Panchagarh sadar upazila, was detained at a
homeopathicchamber.

Police and an accused of the false case said the boy had
taken a job at Riyan Tiles and Sanitary Shop at Konabari
Bazar in Gazipur's Joydevpur. Three months into his
employment, the boy fled the shop on April 10 after being
beaten by the shop owner for stealing money, they said.

A week later, on April 18, the boy's father filed an abduc-
tion case with Joydevpur Police Station, accusing four peo-
ple, including the shop owner Jahirul Islam, his nephew
Hafizur Rahman, and employee Mojibar Rahman Sentu.

Talking to reporters in Panchagarh, Hafz, the owner's
nephew, said the case was filed to harass them. Police had
arrested Sentu, the shop's employee, who had been
detained in jail for two months and 10 days before securing
bail recently, while he and two other accused had gone into
hiding, he said.

After getting out of jail, Sentu learned that the boy was

2006 when allegations of corruption in

recruitment process rose.

Due to lack of manpower, the railway authorities have
been forced to gradually shut down 50 railway stations
out of 229 in the zone, which includes Dhaka, Chittagong
and Moulvibazar districts.

Besides, 13 more railway stations have been partially
closed -- they only operate for about eight to 12 hours daily.

A high official of the department said trains now take longer
to reach their destinations as they travel at less than half their
regular speed when passing through closed stations.

According to Bangladesh Railway General Rules, trains
passing through closed stations should run at 16 kilometres

per hour,

Normally, a train runs at a speed between 50km/h and
72km/h. This decrease in speed leads to frequent train
schedule collapse, said department sources.

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The body of Taqi, the son of cultural activist Rafiur Rabbi,
was found on the bank of the Shitalakkhya river on March 6
last year, two days after he had gone missing.

Rabbi said the charge sheet in the Toki murder case had
been prepared but it was not submitted to the court due to
the prime minister's stand, as there was the name of Ajmeri
Osman, a member of the Osman family, in the charge sheet.
