Another reason 18 excessive concentra-

tion of assets in the hands of a few. An
analysis of ultra-high net worth individ-
uals in the region shows that those with
assets worth at least $30 million
accounted for 30 percent of Asia-Pacific

income in 2013.
About 49,000 persons (around 0.001

percent of the region's population in 2013)
were classified as ultra-high net worth
individuals and held about US$7.5 trillion
of net wealth in 2012-2013.

The high and increasing share of the
ultra rich in GDP is a manifestation of the
political-business nexus as well as lax
financial regulation and tax structures in
these countries.

Mizan said Shamim and
his followers attacked him
without any provocation,
while Shamim said it was
Mizan whose men
assaulted him first.
