Although child domestic workers are a common sight in
the country and they often face serious physical and mental
health risks, the government has not included domestic
labourin its list of 38 hazardous jobs published last year.

Speakers at the discussion urged the government to include
domestic labour in the list of hazardous jobs for children.

In his keynote presentation, Abdullah Al Mamun,
programme coordinator of Manusher Jonno Foundation,
said domestic labour for children is risky in every sense.

The government as well as the private sector should work
together to prevent more children from becoming child labour.

Ashrafunnessa, joint secretary of the Ministry of Women
and Children Affairs, said child labour could be prevented
substantially if every parent registered the birth of their
children within 45 days of birth.

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Abul Mansur
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One of the greatest satirists of Bengali literature, Abul
Mansur Ahmad was also a renowned politician, lawyer and
a leading journalist. He was the editor of the Daily Krishak,
Nabajug and Ittehad in undivided Bengal and a pioneer in
progressive journalism.

A successful politician, Abul Mansur Ahmad was the
provincial education minister in the United Front cabinet
under Sher-e-Bangla AK Fazlul Huq in 1954 and the central
commerce and industries minister in the Awami League
government of Prime Minister Hossain Shaheed
Suhrawardy in 1957. He was known for his strong stand on
matters of interest to East Bengal.

Abul Mansur Ahmad’s publications include great sat-
ires like Aina, Asmani Purdah, Gulliverer Safar Nama and
Food Conference. His works also include important writ-
ings on social and political history of Bengal. He has two
autobiographical writings--Atma Katha (About Myself)
and Amar Dekha Rajnitir Panchash Bachar (50 years of
politics as [ have seen it).

Abul Mansur Ahmad always propagated secularism in a
manner unparalleled in the forties, fifties and sixties. His
contribution towards opposition movement in the early
days of Pakistan was extremely significant.

He wrote about the language issue from the early forties
and contributed to the Language Movement as editor of the
Ittehad. He was the author of Ekush Dafa, the election mani-
festo of Jukta Front (a grand coalition of the three giants of
our politics, Sher-e-Bangla AK Fazlul Hug, Moulana
Bhashaniand Shaheed Suhrawardy) in the 1954 election, in
which the Muslim League was routed as a political party.
The 21-point programme (Ekush Dafa) was the first com-
prehensive articulation of the political, economic and cul-
tural demands of the Bengalis of the then eastern part of
Pakistan.

Abul Mansur Ahmad was one of the greatest political
personalities of the subcontinent who combined rare tal-
ents in three distinct fields--politics, journalism and literary
writing.

Bangla Academy has published the works of Abul
Mansur Ahmad in three volumes and three more volumes
are under process of printing.

SC resumes hearing
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June 6 last year seeking acquittal from charges brought
against him.

During hearing yesterday, Kamaruzzaman's lawyer SM
Shahjahan argued before the Appellate Division of the SC
to dismiss the charges brought against him of killing one
Badiuzzamanin 1971.

According to the charges, on June 29, 1971, under the
leadership of Kamaruzzaman, a group of Al-Badr members
abducted Badiuzzaman of Ramnagar village in Jhenaigati of
Sherpur. He was tortured at Ahammed Nagar army camp
and was gunned down the following day.

The defence lawyer told the apex court yesterday that
the ICT-2 had sentenced Kamaruzzaman to life term
imprisonment on the basis of hearsay statements from
the prosecution witnesses which were not reliable.

A four-member Appellate Division bench headed by
Justice Surendra Kumar Sinha fixed today for resuming the
hearing for 13th day on the appeal.

The court on July 23 had adjourned the hearing on the
appeal till yesterday due to its 37-day annual vacation
which started on July 25.

Witness presents
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general secretary and later vice-chairman in Pabna, conduct-
ing prosecutor Sultan Mahmud Simon told The Daily Star
yesterday. While the nation was engaged in a life-and-death
battle, Subhan joined a by-election to the Pakistan National
Assembly from Pabna and was elected uncontested, Simon
said, adding that Subhan's name was on the list.

He said the name of Subhan and his alleged crimes were
mentioned in the second report of People's Inquiry
Commission, published on March 26, 1995.

After his testimony, the witness faced a brief cross-
examination, during which he said he had no idea about
the documents' authenticity. The tribunal adjourned the
proceeding until today.

Meanwhile, in the war crimes case against Jamaat leader
